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Abstract

Political discourse is characterized by distinct linguistic elements strategically
employed by politicians, shaped by their language, cultural background, and
ideology. The linguistic devices, both shared and unique in each political
figure’s choices, evoke varied responses such as persuasion, on their
respective audiences. This thesis employs a Corpus-assisted Discourse
Analysis (CAD) to examine the features of grammar of fear, highlighting the
relationship between the emotion concept of fear and its linguistic
representation within such contexts. The research specifically contrasts the
discourses of Recep Tayyip Erdogan, the current president of the Republic of
Tiirkiye, with Donald John Trump, the 45™ president of the US, illuminating
the linguistic choices made in both Turkish and English. Drawing from the
principles of Discourse Grammar (DG) as framed by Heine et al. (2013: 155-
206), the research probes the transition of grammatical structures from fluid
discourse patterns to more standardized grammatical expressions, alongside
other communication tactics contributing to fear-related discourse. In relation,
Lisa Feldman Barrett’s Construction Theory of Emotion (2017) offers a lens
to understand the complex link between practical language use and the
embedded emotional undertones influenced by different languages and
cultures. The research combines the use of qualitative and quantitative
methods, assisted by the corpus-linguistic software, AntConc (Anthony,
2011). A salient finding emphasizes Erdogan’s integration of Turkish
nationalism and Islamic values, compared with Trump’s focus on domestic
matters and polarization, stressing various linguistic strategies through which

fear is constructed in their select discourses.

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1. Introduction

Discourse can be defined as naturally occurring body and/or segment of
language in both written and spoken form that can be analyzed beyond and
above its linguistic structure, taking into consideration that context has a
significant effect in interpreting its meaning. As Norman Fairclough refers,
discourse is one of the “slippery” terms (1992) in the study of language.
Therefore, the definition of the term can display differences depending on the
context of a study and what it seeks to investigate. There are many researchers
who attributed a definition to the word “discourse” through the lenses of
different study areas such as psychology, sociology, philosophy etc. Teun A.
van Dijk (1997) describes discourse as a form of communication either in
spoken and/or written language, as well as non-verbal modes, and is
additionally associated with the mental activities of creating and
understanding such communication. Foucault (1978: 101) says that it “[..] can
be both an instrument and an effect of power, but also a hindrance, a stumbling
block, a point of resistance and a starting point for an opposing strategy”.
However, in the scope of this study, discourse definition considered is going
to be as follows: connected segments of statements both in written and verbal
form that are coherent in meaning with all the linguistic strategies employed
in their immediate context and that hint at the meaning in situations.

Study of discourse in different types of communication is the objective
of much research. Discourse and its analysis can act as one of the key areas in
understanding the link between linguistic choices preferred in communication
and societal communicative norms that belong to the actors in communication.
Discourse organizes knowledge and ideas into socially acceptable, collective
chunks of linguistic creation. Alongside with its constituents that are
systematic and that gather meaning from its immediate context of use,
discourse includes power relations as an underlying mechanism that
prescribes how it is organized and what it potentially aims to achieve.

Especially in the political context, social relationships and communicative



purposes of a discourse can be interpreted parallel with the ideological
elements that lie behind segments of statements since the objective is, at the
very core, to shape the opinion of public and effective persuasion. Frequently
created discourses can be influential in each culture and society to a large
extent. Linguistic elements and tools that help create a certain discourse can
reveal the underlying cultural, societal, and individualistic norms and values
established throughout a speaker’s life. In this respect, discourses of two
influential politicians, Tayyip Erdogan and Donald Trump, attract a
widespread attention given their polarizing and controversial statements, and
their effects on the public along with the political relationships that their
countries establish.

Therefore, this thesis aims to delve into one of the most studied topics,
political discourse, by conducting an exploratory corpus-assisted discourse
analysis (CAD, henceforth) of fear-related language employed by two
influential political figures. Comparative nature of the study provides a broad
perspective to inspect the relationship between language, culture, and emotion
on the one hand, and the effects of language specific features in discourse
studies on the other hand. An in-depth investigation of the two leaders’ select
discourses will help in discerning the grammatical patterns and linguistic
devices that contribute to the evocation of fear. The significance of this
research lies in its potential to contribute to our understanding of the
intersection between language, politics, and emotion concepts. The
application of the Construction Theory of Emotion that was proposed by Lisa
Feldman Barrett (2017) is a central theory in this investigation. This
theoretical framework provides a perspective for examining the reciprocal
relationship between the construction of language and the formation of
emotion concepts, fear in this case, illustrating how they shape and impact one
another. This research seeks to uncover the ways in which fear-related
language contributes to the construction and emotionalization of specific
political narratives by integrating this framework into the analysis of political

discourse with the help of Barrett’s emotion theory. Methodologically, this



study employs a corpus-assisted discourse analysis (CAD) approach on cross-
linguistic data gathered. A certain meaning related mapping that evolved
around the word “fear”, containing the word itself and its most frequently used
equivalents in both Turkish and English, is created. Hence, fear related words
that are chosen according to their most prominent use in the political discourse
of Erdogan and Trump, focusing on their grammatical properties and the
implications of their usage for the speakers’ respective political agendas is the
basis of this research. In President Erdogan’s select statements, the searched-
for words include kork, panik, tehdit, teror, iirk, dehset, and diisman.
Meanwhile, in President Trump’s statements, the examined words encompass
fear, panic, threat, terror, afraid, scare, horror, and enemy. This study posits
that the utilization of fear-evoking linguistic devices within the political
discourse of Tayyip Erdogan and Donald Trump will reveal substantial
differences and similarities stemming from their distinct cultural practices and
political environments as well as individualistic choices, thereby mirroring the
influence of cultural backgrounds and contextual factors on their rhetorical

strategies.

1.1. Framework and Theories

Language, as a vital medium for human communication and progress,
collaborates with diverse cognitive and emotional systems. Among these
systems examined within linguistic studies across various domains, the
association between language and emotion stands out as a personal interest to
me. As Einstein states, “Physical concepts are free creations of the human
mind, and are not; however, it may seem, uniquely determined by the external
world.” (Einstein et al., 1938: 33) and it is significant to consider that the
relationship between language and emotion can fall under this very statement.
Scientific theories and models are not direct reflections of objective reality but
are instead human-made constructs just as the system of language is. The real-
world use of language to stress one’s emotion is subject to human creativity
and limitations when studying language in relation with emotion concepts.

Our understanding of the universe is influenced by our conceptual

frameworks, and these frameworks may evolve and change as our
understanding deepens. In essence, the role of human subjectivity and
creativity in the use of language is as substantial as it is in the development of
scientific knowledge.

This thesis centers on a fundamental objective that is comprehending
the linguistic components that contribute to shaping the emotional concept of
fear, one of the most basic emotion concepts known, within political
discourse. Hence, some concepts and frameworks related with each other in

capacity of the research will be discussed in the next subsections.

1.1.1.Language and Emotion

The relationship between language and emotion is the subject of various
interdisciplinary research. The understanding that emotions can exhibit
systematic variations in their interpretation and the way they are experienced
across different cultures and languages is of a growing interest amongst
scholars that work in the field. In other words, expression of emotions is not
uniform or identical across all cultures and linguistic contexts. Monitoring
linguistic elements can offer a wide range of possibilities in considering
cultural and linguistic diversity when studying and discussing emotions in
relation to language.

The study conducted by Lisa Feldman Barrett introduces the Theory
of Constructed Emotion (2017), which challenges essentialist views and
emphasizes the need to study emotions in their diverse manifestations in the
form of language. Ultimately, the Theory of Constructed Emotion equips
scientists with conceptual tools to pave the way for a comprehensive
understanding of emotions beyond traditional categorizations. The theory
proposes a holistic understanding of emotions as dynamic brain-body
phenomena and views emotions as distinct, separate entities, such as anger,
fear, and disgust, rejecting the limited stereotypes based on a selective reading

of Darwin! (Feldman, 2017: 16). This perspective calls for modeling the brain

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systems involved in assigning meaning to bodily and environmental changes.
The theory breaks down artificial boundaries between cognitive, affective, and
social sciences by considering emotions as constructions of the world rather
than mere reactions to situations. Furthermore, it provides a new lens for
understanding language constructions to be introspected in relation to non-
material constructions such as emotion concepts.

Paul Ekman, on the other hand, the developer of the Classical Theory
of Emotion (1992), posits that there are six universal emotions expressed and
recognized within different cultures. Anger, disgust, fear, happiness, sadness,
and surprise are the six main emotion concepts. In terms of their linguistic
expression, the theory suggests that each emotion is associated with distinct
facial expressions and physiological responses. According to Ekman’s
research, these emotions are experienced universally, automatically, are hard-
wired in our brains and expressed thorough specific facial muscle movements.
For instance, furrowed brows, tightened jaw, and glaring eyes are typical
muscle movements for the emotion anger. Disgust may include wrinkled nose
and raised upper lip. Fear is expressed through open mouth, raised eyebrows,
and widened eyes, while happiness corresponds to a smile, raised cheeks, and
crinkled eyes. The Classical Theory of Emotion (1992) emphasizes the
importance of understanding and interpreting these facial expressions as
means of recognizing and expressing emotions in non-verbal communication.
Individuals can decipher the emotional states of others and convey their own
emotions effectively by observing and analysing these facial cues. Thus, these
cues are the basis of linguistic constructions that correspond to emotions.
Furthermore, Ekman’s theory acknowledges that emotions are influenced by
cultural and individual factors, while still stressing the existence of a universal
emotional repertoire that transcends linguistic and cultural boundaries. This
suggests that certain emotions are innate and have common physiological and
behavioural manifestations across diverse populations.

As mentioned before, the Construction Theory of Emotion (2017),

proposed by Lisa Feldman Barrett, offers a different perspective on emotions
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compared to the Classical Theory of Emotion (1992). According to this
theory, emotions are not fixed, pre-determined categories with universal facial
expressions. Instead, they are constructed by the brain based on the
interpretation of sensory input and the context in which they occur. In terms
of linguistic values, the Construction Theory (2017) suggests that emotions
are highly subjective and influenced by an individual’s unique experiences,
cultural background, and learned associations in their lives. Emotions are not
merely determined by facial expressions and physiological correspondences
but are influenced by cognitive processes, past experiences, and social
contexts that they evolve around. Individuals use language and cultural
frameworks to label and describe their emotional experiences, shaping their
understanding and expression of emotions. This implies that the linguistic
values associated with emotions can vary across individual-specific
experiences and cultural effects. Taking this theory as a framework for the
current study, we would expect to observe context-dependent emotional
expressions, cultural and social variations such as the word horror existing as
a separate word in English language but not having an exact equivalent in
Turkish, other than the word “korku” (‘fear’), as well as different emotional
vocabulary use, temporal aspect inclusion, physiological descriptions of an
emotion and connection to past and possibly personal experiences in

discourses.

1.1.2. Grammar of Fear and Discourse Grammar

According to the definition by Longman Dictionary of Contemporary English,
grammar is “the rules by which words change their forms and are combined
into sentences, or the study or use of these rules” (Longman, 2023). Having
laid the groundwork with this foundational definition of grammar, this
research embarks on an exploration of the concept of grammar of fear, a
pivotal framework for the current linguistic analysis. The exploration of fear-
related terminology chosen within political discourse necessitates an
understanding of both the specific nuances of the grammar of fear and

Discourse Grammar (DG).
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Grammar of fear refers to the specific linguistic strategies and patterns
that contribute to the construction and intensification of fear within discourse.
It includes a spectrum of linguistic tools that evoke, amplify, and exploit fear
as a persuasive communication mechanism. These tools extend beyond the
mere selection of fear-related vocabulary; they encompass the grammatical
markers, lexical choices around these words, and other rhetorical devices that
enhance the emotive impact of language. Lexical choices, such as emotionally
charged adjectives and metaphors, serve to heighten the emotional resonance
of fear-inducing language use. Rhetorical devices, including repetition,
hyperbole, metaphor, and contrast, contribute to the amplification of fear by
emphasizing its magnitude and urgency. The grammar of fear involves not
only the use of specific vocabulary related to fear, but also the use of
grammatical markers that may signal fear or anxiety in the discourse situation.
For example, speakers might use more negative words or employ more passive
voice when expressing their fear. They may use intensifiers to emphasize their
fear or use repetition for emphasis. Moreover, grammatical markers> of the
words chosen will be mentioned and contribute to the understanding of the
language choices of the two leaders in the analyses.

DG, on the other hand, equips researchers with essential tools to
monitor language beyond its structural elements, enabling an in-depth
investigation into how it operates within expansive communicative contexts.
This investigation is particularly relevant within the authentic contexts where
discourses serve as integral communicative tools such as political contexts.

Linguistic construction of fear holds the capacity to exert influence
withing the political domain which the second research question refines its
scope to the grammar of fear, creating an atmosphere in which particular
attention needs to be paid to the grammar of discourse, which is outlined in
the published work of Heine, Kaltenbock, Kuteva & Long (2013: 155-206).

This research establishes its primary claim: that certain linguistic phenomena

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previously considered marginal in functional approaches to language play a
significant role in linguistic interaction and text organization. Outline
introduces two distinct domains of speech processing: Sentence Grammar
(SG) and Thetical Grammar (TG), which together constitute the core
components of Discourse Grammar. It is crucial to note that this concept of
Discourse Grammar differs from Functional Discourse Grammar, a model that
lacks this distinction. DG includes features such as discourse markers (DMs),
linking devices, and cohesive devices that connect sentences and meanings in
communication which will be influential to this study. DMs are words or
phrases used to signal the structure of discourse, indicate relationships
between different parts of discourse, and/or convey the speaker’s attitude or
stance toward the information being presented. Discourse markers can be
understood as elements within Thetical Grammar that serve to “establish
connections between different sections of discourse, various speech acts, and
active participation in the conversation” (Bell, 2007: 194). These markers
emerge through a cognitive process known as cooptation, followed by
grammaticalization. During this transformation, units originally belonging to
Sentence Grammar which relates to sentence construction evolve into Thetical
Grammar units which relates to the metatextual level of discourse
organization. Discourse markers, a specific subset of Theticals, exhibit certain
distinctive characteristics: they are predominantly unchanging, they rely on
established formulas, convey procedural meanings, are frequently
encountered in spoken discourse, resist negation, and can be omitted without
affecting the overall grammatical correctness of the sentence (Kaltenbock et
al., 2011: 848-93). Within the range of the current study, Thetical Grammar
units will be searched for and the parentheticals (vocatives, imperatives, social
exchange formulas, and interjections) and extra-clausal units available in the
datasets will be evaluated.

The integration of DG and the grammar of fear offers a comprehensive
framework for analyzing fear-related language within political discourse.

Words surrounding a specific emotion concept can display many of the
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features of its meaning, and how or why it was needed at a specific
context/discourse situation. As Firth says, “You shall know a word by the
company it keeps” (1957: 11). Hence, the analyses made in this study are
aimed to uncover the intricate ways in which fear is strategically embedded
within discourse to shape public perception and advance political agendas by
examining both the functional aspects of language and the specific linguistic
techniques that foster the construction of fear.

The subsequent subsections delve deeper into other frameworks
considered in the analyses of the select discourses of Tayyip Erdogan and
Donald Trump, unraveling the distinct linguistic features and patterns that

contribute to the grammar of fear in their political communication.

1.1.3. Politics and Its Grammar

One of the primary objectives of this study is to reiterate the significance of
comprehending the complex interaction between linguistic components,
cultural contexts, languages, and ideologies in the formation of political
discourse. This investigation seeks to elucidate how these components are
strategically harnessed to convey a political message that aims to create
certain reactions on the audiences.

Relationship between politics and its grammar endeavors to delve into
the linguistic strategies of political communication, examining how language
is processed to shape perceptions, persuade its receivers, and advance political
agendas within the scholarly domain of linguistics and political discourse.
Corlett (2013: 1) emphasizes the importance of language use in politics as:

Communication is the currency of politics. Politicians trade in
discourse and argument, public statements and speeches, pamphlets
and manifestos. The way they express themselves determines who
they are and whether or not they will succeed in their profession.
Thus, a comprehensive examination of linguistic features together with the
importance of their context can provide invaluable insights into the persuasive

power and communicative complexities inherent in the discourse of political

leaders.
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1.2. Overview of Key Themes

The examination of fear-related language in the political discourse of Tayyip
Erdogan and Donald Trump brings to the forefront a multitude of
interconnected themes that underlie in the use of language as a persuasive and
emotive tool in politics. This section provides a concise overview of the key

themes that will be explored and analyzed throughout this thesis.

1.2.1. Political Communication and Language Effects

Political discourse has a considerable role in constructing and rupturing
realities that influence public opinion. Concordantly, within certain socio-
political, economic, and historical contexts, groups can form their unique
ideologies to uphold their interests and ensure internal loyalty and
cooperation, particularly when juxtaposed against other social entities or
classes (van Dijk, 2011: 380). Erdogan and Trump can shape perceptions of
matters expectedly violent in nature such as topics on threats, enemies, and
potential dangers through their fear-related word choices. This key theme
explores the extent to which these constructed realities mirror or deviate from
objective facts, and how they contribute to the consolidation of social norms
and power dynamics. We can gain insight into the persuasive dimensions of
political communication by unpacking the linguistic mechanisms used to
construct and reinforce these realities.

Moreover, I delve into the deliberate choice of vocabulary, grammar,
and other linguistic elements that contribute to the construction of persuasive
narratives through a close examination of their select statements. As for
Aristotle, who defines rhetoric in terms of a persuasiveness achieving
mechanism and sees it as a branch of dialectic, rhetoric is not about finding or
conveying knowledge. It is rather about the art of saying something and
having aimed intentions to achieve certain communicative goals in the
process. He explains how emotions are linked with language use that reflects
them and says that “[...] persuasion may come through the hearers, when the

speech stirs their emotions [...]” (Aristotle, 350 B.C.E).
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1.2.2. Sociocultural and Ideological Bases

Language is inherently embedded with sociocultural and ideological
implications. Investigation of the fear-related language use of Erdogan and
Trump serves as a window into the sociopolitical contexts in which they
operate in relation with their sociocultural background. I aim to uncover how
their discourses resonate with the cultural norms, societal values, and
ideological foundations of their respective constituencies by analyzing the
linguistic devices that they utilize. This exploration is designed to shed light
on the ideology, as interpreted by Teun A. van Dijk, and its nature of acting
as a basis for social practices. They often arise from conflicts and struggles,
thus political statements containing fear-inducing content may contribute to
ideological patterns already exist in a society and/or the formation of new
ones. He states that “[...] at each level of discourse, we may find traces of the
underlying identity, actions, goals, norms and values, group relations, and
interests of the ideological group(s) language that belong to and identify with
in the current context” (van Dijk, 2011: 403). These strategies, whether
intentionally chosen or not, reflect nuances of one’s language and culture

which are the main objectives of this study.

1.2.3. Linguistic Tools and Strategies

Analysis of the linguistic tools and strategies that contribute to the evocation
of fear is central to this study. Van Dijk further talks about ideology and its
reflection on discourse as being present “at all levels of discourse, such as the
selection of main topics, local coherence, implications, descriptions, lexical
choice, as well as syntactic structures (active versus passive, nominalizations)
and overall ordering, backgrounding, and foregrounding of information” (van
Dijk, 2013: 194). Hence, I aim to identify the linguistic features that enhance
the persuasiveness and impact of the political discourses by examining the
grammatical structures, semantic nuances, and discursive patterns of the fear-
related language. This theme encompasses an exploration of lexical choices,

metaphors, narratives, and discursive patterns that contribute to the cultivation
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of fear as a rhetorical strategy that is composed with the help of language tools

that exist in relation to societal norms.

1.3. Rational for the Present Study

Donald Trump, noted as one of the most polarizing presidents in the history
of the United States, exhibits a distinctive approach to political conduct. A
comparable characterization applies to the leadership of Tayyip Erdogan. The
leadership methodologies of these two statesmen stand out with marked
distinctions both covered in media, and often discussed by the public and
discussed on other platforms. Scrutinizing the grammar of fear can yield
valuable insights into their utilization of fear-based appeals as communicative
tactics aimed at influencing their respective audiences. Notably, Erdogan and
Trump come from disparate cultural and political contexts. Investigating their
use of fear-related language offers an avenue to comprehend how cultural and
political variables shape the articulation and interpretation of fear within
cross-linguistic discourse research.

Furthermore, Both Erdogan and Trump are often associated with
populist communication styles as a persuasive tactic to appeal to popular
sentiments, mobilize supporters, and create a sense of urgency. As the two
political leaders’ discourse has the potential to shape public opinion and
attitudes, this study can assess the potential societal impact of the two leaders’
messages, including their implications for public discourse, social cohesion,
and the perception of security and threats by comparing the linguistic function
of the chosen word groups.

The remainder of this thesis is structured as follows: Chapter 2
provides an overview of the relevant literature in the fields of political
discourse analysis and, linguistics and emotion concepts along with the
political context in both leaders’ countries and general information on fear
expressions in respective languages, and research questions of this study.
Chapter 3 elaborates on the methodology employed, detailing the selection
criteria for fear-related words and the procedures followed in the analyses of

corpora. In Chapter 4, the findings of the analyses are presented, highlighting
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the linguistic features and patterns used by Erdogan and Trump in their fear-
related discourse. Chapter 5 engages in a comprehensive discussion and
interpretation of the results, contextualizing them within the broader
sociopolitical landscape and offering insights into the persuasive power of fear
in political discourse and comments on the findings in relation with a linguistic
theory. Finally, Chapter 6 provides a summary of the main findings,

implications, and avenues for future research.

2. Theoretical Framework

This chapter will provide information on the theoretical background of
corpus-assisted discourse studies that overlap and/or share interest with the
current study. Following, to reconstruct how this topic was established, I will
give an insight into Tiirkiye’s and America’s political context during the time
of the two politicians’ presidency as well as a recent analysis of both
countries’ political situation and cultural elements. Furthermore, fear
expressions in Turkish and English will be more comprehensibly dived into.
Finally, I will suggest research questions respective for this study that will be

discussed after the findings are mapped through the analyses.

2.1. Previous Research
The study of language in political context has long been of interest to
researchers in various disciplines as mentioned. One crucial aspect of political
discourse is the expression and manipulation of emotions as it plays a
significant role in shaping public opinion and influencing decision-making
processes. Understanding the grammar of fear and its linguistic function is
essential for comprehending the strategies employed by political leaders to
convey their messages effectively to their audiences. Numerous studies delved
into the examination of fear-related language in political discourse, shedding
light on its persuasive and rhetorical power.

In the research of Ming and Ma (2022), a corpus-assisted discourse
study sheds light to the politics of fear in representations of the Hong Kong
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protests. This study reveals that the newspaper deviates from the protest
paradigm by emphasizing police violence over protester violence. It employs
fear as a distinct strategy to construct concerned parties and foster distrust of
the Chinese government, aligning with dominant US ideologies towards
China, and its policies in Hong Kong.

Al-Gublan and Rice (2020) conducted a psycholinguistic study
analyzing the political rhetoric of fear, examining how frames and strategic
language are employed to shape audience perceptions. This study highlights
the implications of the institutionalized use of strategy language in promoting
and legitimizing specific objectives, values, and ideologies. The study
concludes that political campaigns involve dynamic efforts to shape public
perception and candidates can elicit different reactions from audiences based
on their rhetoric, including the use of fear-based messaging. The study
highlights the broader implications of strategic language in political discourse.
The early works of Kaid (1981, 1994a, 1994b) lays the groundwork of this
study by suggesting that political advertising holds cognitive and behavioral
fluctuation over voters. It functions as a conduit for conveying a candidate’s
brand promise, combining functional and emotional benefits that voters derive
from their engagement with a candidate. A significant advancement arises
from this study, rooted in Lakoff’s Framing Model (LFM, 2004b). The study
introduces a pragmatic model tailored for the scrutiny of political election
discourse. It reveals the employment of mental and psychological strategies
as variables, a choice-making process influenced by speakers, dynamic
negotiation, and linguistic adaptation within this model. It becomes evident
that frames serve as potent rhetorical constructs, urging audiences to filter
their world perceptions through the analysis of political discourse. The study
substantiates the assertion that a candidate’s use of the “rhetoric of fear”
resonates with the audience. This engagement yields a spectrum of reactions:
some feel fearful, while others experience a sense of being protected or heard,
perceiving the candidate as attentive to their concerns, and committed to

addressing them. These implications manifest from the genre itself, as well as
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from specific context-dependant choices. Their findings resonate within the
broader context of this analysis, which explores fear as a linguistic device in
the discourses of Tayyip Erdogan and Donald Trump. This current study
deepens our comprehension of the connections between linguistic strategies,
fear-related discourse, and the broader sociopolitical implications that follow,
by drawing on Al-Gublan and Rice’s insights. It is through such
comprehensive exploration that I want to uncover the dynamic relation
between language, emotion, and political communication.

Scholars explored various aspects of fear expression, including its
grammatical and rhetorical dimensions. One notable study in this area is
carried out by Holly A. Lakey, published in 2016. Lakey’s study inspects the
relationship between grammatical structures and metaphoric expressions of
fear. It employs a rigorous linguistic analysis to investigate the semantic
characteristics of emotion verbs that undergo metaphorical transformations on
the morphosyntactic level. The focal point of this exploration lies within
constructions that convey emotions, notably and similarly, fear. Lakey
uncovers a compelling connection between the linguistic choices utilized in
these constructions and the nuanced strategies employed to respond to or
create distance from fear-inducing stimuli. While Lakey’s examination is
rooted in specific Indo-European languages, its implications reverberate
within the sphere of political discourse. The study scrutinizes the utilization
of non-canonical grammatical markers within fear constructions (FCs) as
linguistic representations of the inclination to avoid or create emotional
detachment from fear. Additionally, Lakey’s analysis encompasses both
straightforward FCs, characterized by single clauses, and intricate FCs
incorporating subordinate clauses. Through this comprehensive approach,
Lakey unveils the ability of grammatical choices not only to convey emotions
but also to mirror cognitive and psychological processes associated with fear.

Another study on the area, Jing-Schmidt and Kapatsinski’s study,
examines the pervasive use of fear expressions in discourse, identifying a

pragmatic function they term the “apprehensive” (Jing-Schmidt and
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Kapatsinski, 2012) function. The researchers demonstrate that this
construction, as exemplified by statements like “I’m afraid I must ask you to
leave now,” serves as an “endophoric evidential”, utilizing the emotion of fear
as a direct, personal source of information to convey epistemological stance.
Their investigation reveals that the apprehensive tends to attract propositions
of high certainty, preparing listeners for undesirable news supported by
reliable evidence analyzing data from English, Mandarin, and Russian. The
study highlights the embodied nature of pragmatics, where language
intricately interacts with human cognitive and affective processes to shape
discourse.

One other contribution to the field surrounding this thesis’s focus is
the study carried out by Osnat Argaman (2009). The objective of this
experiment is to investigate potential correlations between the intensity of
emotions and the linguistic modalities employed to convey those emotions. In
this study, 60 participants who speak Hebrew were instructed to view four
brief films designed to evoke emotions. Two of the films elicited varying
degrees of happiness, while the other two induced sadness. Following each
film, participants were requested to describe their emotional experiences. The
underlying premise of this experiment is that there exists a connection
between the diverse linguistic modalities employed by participants when
articulating their emotions and the intensity of those emotions. The linguistic
modalities under examination included intensifiers, the utilization of emotion-
specific vocabulary, repetitive elements, the use of first-person singular
pronouns, metaphoric expressions, and exclamatory statements, among
others. The results of this experiment substantiated the research hypothesis by
demonstrating significant disparities in the linguistic modalities observed in
texts representing lower emotional intensity (in both the happiness and
sadness contexts) compared to those conveying heightened emotional
intensity.

Jackson et al. (2022a, 2019b) explore the diversity and universality of

emotion concepts across human languages. They examine whether words for
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emotions like anger and fear have consistent meanings across different
languages and investigate the reasons for any variations in meaning. The
researchers employ a linguistic concept called “colexification” where
languages use the same word to represent related concepts in order to do this.
Their analysis encompasses a dataset of 2474 spoken languages, and they
discover significant differences in how emotion concepts are colexified. They
find that these differences are influenced by the geographic proximity of
language families. However, despite the variation, the authors also identify a
universal structure in how emotion concepts are colexified across languages.
They note that all language families primarily differentiate emotions based on
two key factors: hedonic valence (whether the emotion is perceived as positive
or negative) and physiological activation (the level of bodily arousal
associated with the emotion). Overall, this research contributes to the ongoing
debate about whether there are universal aspects to human understanding and
experience of emotions, while also acknowledging the diversity in how these
concepts are linguistically represented across cultures and languages.

In the study carried out by Zhou et al. (2021), the researchers aim to
explore the influence of language and culture on emotional experiences. They
conducted the study with a sample of 178 Chinese-English bilingual
individuals. Participants were randomly assigned to report on emotional
situations, cultural exposure, engagement, and language proficiency either in
English as a foreign language (LX) or in their native Chinese (L1). The study
sought to determine how well these bilingual participants conformed to the
typical emotional patterns observed in British and Chinese monolinguals.
Additionally, the researchers aim to predict the degree of fit with these
emotional patterns based on factors such as the language used in the survey,
cultural exposure, and engagement. The findings indicate that monolingual
individuals tend to align more closely with the emotional patterns of their own
culture. However, bilingual participants show an interesting pattern by
exhibiting a relatively equal fit with both the typical emotional patterns of
English speakers (LX) and Chinese speakers (L1). This suggests that
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bilinguals may have a certain degree of adaptability in their emotional
experiences across different linguistic and cultural contexts. The language
used in the survey did have an impact on bilinguals’ emotional fit, but the
results do not provide strong evidence for the concept of cultural frame
switching. Instead, it was observed that bilinguals who limited exposure to
English-speaking contexts experience a decline in emotional fit when
responding in English. However, this negative effect of the survey language
was mitigated when bilinguals had higher-quality interactions in English. In
conclusion, the study reveals that bilinguals may exhibit flexibility in their
emotional responses across different languages and cultures, and the quality
of language interactions plays a role in shaping these emotional experiences.

Can and Can (2010) offer a perspective on cross-cultural conceptual
metaphors in the Turkish language in their study. The study delves into the
analysis of metaphorical expressions related to online chat in both Turkish and
English. They examine data from various sources, including the METU
Spoken Turkish Corpus, the Corpus of Contemporary American English, and
Google to identify the source domains for these metaphorical expressions. The
aim is to uncover and investigate how language reflects cultural factors and
individualistic choices. Their findings lead to the conclusion that ‘chat-sohbet’
is conceptualized differently in Turkish and English, with culture significantly
influencing these divergent connotations.

In her master’s thesis, Oz (2011) explores the usage of body parts as
metaphors and metonyms in the Turkish language using corpora. Her research
focuses on identifying the types of figurative language usages of body-related
terms and their respective frequencies in Turkish. Oz conducted a comparative
analysis between data obtained from the Turkish National Corpus (TNC) and
the Turkish Language Association (TDK) dictionary within the context of
selected body parts and Conceptual Metaphor Theory (CMT, 1980a). The
results of her study reveal that naturally occurring language data concerning
the chosen body parts exhibited a higher prevalence of figurative language

uses.
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Pontrandolfo (2018) conducted a study on sentence adverbs within the
context of judicial discourse in Italian, English, and Spanish. The research
draws upon data sourced from the multilingual corpus known as COSPE
(Pontrandolfo 2016). The central hypothesis posits that, despite the
expectation of impartiality in judicial proceedings, judges’ opinions may be
discerned by adverbs, as these linguistic elements serve as pragmatic vehicles
for expressing their standpoint. The study’s primary objective is to explore
disparities in the utilization of adverbs, with a particular emphasis on the
morphosyntactic aspects, and the ensuing discussion centered on these
findings. The scholars examined a trilingual subset within the COSPE dataset,
containing 194,000 tokens for each of the three languages under investigation.
Their primary emphasis is directed towards adverbs ending with “-mente” in
Italian and Spanish, and in “-ly” in English. Despite the quantitative
assessment not demonstrating a notably high occurrence of such adverbs
within the corpus, the qualitative and discursive analysis unveil their pivotal
role at a pragmatic level. These adverbs contribute significantly to the art of
argumentation and persuasion techniques employed within the context of
judicial discourse.

Although the exploration of the use of fear related language by
political leaders and the impact on public perception has been an interesting
topic for much research, different fields of studies investigate and interpret the
results based on different parameters, which in turn, helps to draw attention to
the relationship between emotion and language. Despite these valuable
contributions and perspectives on the matter, comparative studies focusing on
the grammar of fear and its linguistic manifestation across different languages
remain limited in the field of linguistics. Addressing this research gap, this
study aims to conduct an exploratory CAD to examine the selected discourses
of President Tayyip Erdogan of the Republic of Tiirkiye and the former
President of the United States, Donald Trump from a cross-linguistic point of

view. This research aims to contribute a broader perspective on the
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interpretation of grammar of fear in political contexts, considering the cultural

and linguistic variations inherent in their discourses.

2.2. Fear Expressions in Turkish

The examination of fear expressions in the Turkish language reveals a
significant relationship between lexical choices and the conceptualization of
fear. This phenomenon is deeply influenced by a range of cultural, physical,
and social factors. Moreover, an intriguing aspect of linguistic expression
pertains to the utilization of swear words such as siktir (‘fuck’) and hassiktir
(‘fuck off”) which possess intense emotional resonance, thereby emphasizing
the impact of fear. Religious terms such as tobe, bismillah and yusuf yusuf
olmak (‘be scared half to death’) which are harnessed to evoke a sense of
divine protection amidst fear-inducing contexts are equally noteworthy. Fear
metaphors further amplify this relationship by constructing connections
between diverse semantic domains. Most notably, these metaphors and
idiomatic expressions frequently manifest in somatic or bodily terms, further
highlighting the palpable, concrete nature of fear. This linguistic exploration
focuses on the entwined nature of language, culture, and emotion, unveiling
the rich tapestry of how fear is linguistically and conceptually manifested
within the Turkish context.

Fear expressions in Turkish involve specific vocabulary and lexical
choices that indicate fear or anxiety. Words such as korku (‘fear’), endise
(‘worry’), dehset (‘terror’), and kayg: (‘anxiety’) are commonly used to
convey the emotional state of fear. In addition, the Turkish language has
specific verb tenses and modalities that can be employed to express fear. For
example, the conditional mood korkarsam (‘if I fear’) and the optative mood
korkayim (‘1 may fear’) can be used to convey the presence or possibility of
fear. Turkish fear expressions often include intensifiers and adjectives in their
context of use to amplify the emotional intensity of fear. Words such as
korkung (‘frightening’), dehsetli (‘terrifying’), and korkutucu (‘scary’) are
used to heighten the emotional impact and convey a stronger sense of fear to

the receiver. Moreover, Turkish fear expressions may incorporate metaphors
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and figurative language to depict fear. For instance, phrases like kalbi agzina
gelmek (‘one’s heart coming to the mouth’) or tiyleri iirpermek (‘having the
goosebumps’) are used to vividly describe the physical and emotional
sensations associated with the concept of fear. The structure of Turkish
sentences can be modified to emphasize fear given the flexibility in the
syntactic features of the language. For instance, using negative constructions
korkmamak (‘not to fear’) or interrogative forms korkuyor muyum? (‘am I
afraid?’) can highlight the presence or absence of fear in a sentence.

The linguistic expressions of fear in Turkish may be influenced by
cultural factors and contextual cues as well. Cultural norms, beliefs, and
societal attitudes towards fear can shape the specific linguistic choices used to
express fear in Turkish. Analyzing these linguistic characteristics of fear
expressions in Turkish can provide insights into how fear is communicated
and perceived within Turkish culture and language. It helps in analyzing the
linguistic importance of fear-related expressions and how they contribute to

the overall understanding and communication of fear in the Turkish linguistic

context.

Table 1. Select wording in Turkish.

Table 1 displays the fear-related words to be investigated in President
Erdogan’s select statements. There are seven words chosen in total for the
Turkish language, and the reason for the uneven wording distribution with the

English word choices made for Trump’s statements is the semantic
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equivalences of the word. In Turkish, most frequently used synonyms and/or
fear-inducing words are detected as previously mentioned in Introduction, and
the other words’ meanings go beyond the word choices made for the
investigation of Trump’s statements. Additionally, despite intonation and non-
verbal cues’ valuable contribution to the expression of fear in both languages,
they are not mentioned under these subsections given that the focus of this

study is the linguistic devices chosen.

2.3. Political Context in Tiirkiye
Recep Tayyip Erdogan is a significant figure in Turkish politics, serving as
the President of Tiirkiye since the year 2014. Tiirkiye experienced various
political developments and challenges during his presidency. Some key points
that characterize the political context during his presidency include
constitutional changes, crackdown on opposition, geopolitical relationships
with other countries, economical change and challenges, and the general
political party landscape in Turkish Grand National Assembly. Erdogan’s
presidency is marked by a significant restraint on perceived opposition
elements, including journalists, activists, and members of political parties.
This led to concerns about the state of democracy and freedom of expression
in Tiirkiye that Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk®, leader of Tiirkiye who pioneered the
transformative reforms that gave rise to contemporary Tiirkiye, ensured while
building the republic. These principal changes shape Tiirkiye’s position on the
global political stage during this era and highlights the political context that
has been shifting direction during the presidency of Tayyip Erdogan.
Tiirkiye’s geopolitical position and its relationships with other
countries is another crucial topic for Erdogan’s presidency. Tiirkiye is
involved in conflicts such as the Syrian civil war, and faces tensions with
various countries, including the US and European Union countries, on issues
such as human rights, freedom, Cyprus, and migration. In addition to the

geopolitical position of it and its relationships with other countries, Erdogan’s

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presidency experience economic ups and downs drastically. Tiirkiye faces
challenges such as inflation, currency devaluation, and high levels of external
debt, which impacted the country’s economic stability and raised concerns
about its long-term sustainability. Erdogan’s Justice and Development Party
(AKP) is the dominant political force during his presidency. However,
opposition parties also play a significant role in the political landscape, with
developments such as the formation of new political parties and electoral
competition. Erdogan implemented various measures to curb the speed of
COVID-19 pandemic including lockdowns and disruptions to daily life.
Economic challenges such as high inflation, currency problems and concerns
about the central bank’s independence contribute to economic uncertainty
both within nation and internationally. Tiirkiye was involved in conflicts in
Syria and Libya, and maintained strong relations with some Western countries
on issues such as human rights and arm purchases. Erdogan supported
constitutional changes to shift to a presidential system with enhanced
executive powers. Notably, the statements collected for the current study point
to a time of Tiirkiye’s deadliest earthquake*, which resulted in a death toll
nearing 36.000, creating conflicting narratives emerging about the
government’s response. President Tayyip Erdogan admitted to
“shortcomings” but claimed it is impossible to fully prepare for such disasters.
Statements collected in the process of creating ES Corpus for this study
encapsulates the time period of the earthquake mentioned and will be studied

in the shadow of aforementioned political mainstream of the country.

2.4. Fear Expressions in American English

The analysis of fear expressions within the context of American English
explores both lexical and grammatical manifestations. This exploration
encompasses a variety of linguistic forms, including interjections that convey
fear, such as “Oh!” and exclamatory phrases like “Oh God!” or “Oh my

God!”. Other common words used include but are not limited to fear, anxiety,

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terror, dread, panic, phobia, and apprehension. Each of these words carry
slightly different nuances and intensities. American English has numerous
phrases, idioms and metaphors related to fear such as to be scared stiff, to

make one’s blood run cold, and to be paralyzed with fear.
(1) The little boy is running fast, lest the dog bite him.

There are other grammatical expressions of fear in English. In example (1),
the expression lest undergoes grammaticalization, transforming from a
conjunction to convey a sense of negation within the clause, effectively
expressing the notion of thereby lessening the likelihood of an undesired
outcome. The function of lest in this case illustrates another example of

grammar of fear in American English.

2.5. Political Context in the USA

Donald John Trump became the first president of the USA without any
government or military experience in 2016. During his presidency, the United
States witnessed a politically charged and polarized atmosphere characterized

by a series of distinctive features that reverberated across various domains of
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public discourse. Trump’s presidency marks a departure from conventional
political norms, as his leadership style, policy initiatives, and communication
strategies engendered substantial debate and controversy. This period is
known as an assertive, confrontational approach to governance, exemplified
by policy decisions on immigration, trade, and international relations that
often diverged from longstanding diplomatic conventions. His
communication is typified by an unfiltered, informal language style that
endeavors to connect with his base while provoking polarized responses from
critics and proponents alike. Furthermore, Trump’s presidency witnessed a
strong emphasis on nationalist rhetoric and populism, with Trump positioning
himself as a voice for the “forgotten”. This populist appeal resonated with
individuals who felt marginalized by prevailing political and economic
structures.

The statements collected for the purposes of this research were given
during his presidency from 2020 to 2021. During this period, Trump had been
impeached by the House of Representatives on charges of power abuse related
to his attitude towards matters of Ukraine. At the time of COVID-19
pandemic, President Trump faced criticism for his response to the pandemic
on matters such as the distribution of medical supplies, being tested and public
health measures. Additionally, President Trump sought re-election against
former Vice President Joe Biden in 2020. During this period, economic
challenges, protests of racial injustice and police brutality in many cities
continued to gather much attention.

The Trump presidency’s unconventional and emotionally charged
political landscape gives way to the investigation of the transformative role of
linguistic and rhetorical strategies in shaping political narratives, influencing
public sentiment, and reflecting the evolving dynamics of American society.
This period serves as a rich terrain for linguistic analysis, offering insights into
the interplay between language, emotion, and political communication within
a context marked by heightened polarization and the potent mobilization of

public sentiment.
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2.6. Tiirkiye and the USA Comparison

Partington et al. emphasize that the incorporation of external data can serve as
amethod for identifying areas of analysis from a more objective and replicable
vantage point (Partington et al., 2013: 206). On that note, Hofstede Insights’
country comparison tool is used as presented in figure 1 to provide more
context of the two countries’ political atmosphere for the discourse analyses
of the study. The scores for the cultural dimensions come from the sources
specified on the website and the interpretation of the figure will be made

accordingly.

Hofstede Insights’ country comparison tool assesses six dimensions, aiding in
aligning strategies with cultural and political contexts. Utilizing advanced
behavioral analytics, they visualize culture’s influence on emotional
preferences, work practices, and strategy execution of different countries. For
the purposes of the current study, I included the analysis of the six dimensions
(power distance, individualism, masculinity, uncertainty avoidance, long term
orientation, indulgence) to provide more context into each countries’ culture.
I only mention the points that are related and that can contribute to the
understanding of political contexts of the countries in a more general sense.
In the figure presented, the term “power distance” is used to describe
how much less powerful people in a country expect and accept that power is

distributed unevenly. Tiirkiye exhibits a dependence on hierarchical
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structures, where superiors frequently appear distant, and the desired
management figure is a father figure. Communication tends to be indirect, and
information dissemination follows a discerning pattern. This organizational
structure mirrors familial dynamics, where the father figure assumes a
patriarchal role to which others willingly defer. For the USA, this dimension
shows that everyone is unique and hence, not equal. This idea reflects how
some people in a society have more power than others, and it shows the
culture’s attitude toward these differences in power.

“Individualism” dimension score shows that Tiirkiye is a collectivist
society. “We” matters a lot, and people are closely connected to family,
groups, or organizations. Communication is often indirect, aiming to maintain
group harmony and avoid conflicts. Relationships are based on morals and
take precedence over tasks. Whereas for the US, culture values equal rights
and individualism. This means that in American organizations managers are
accessible, and everyone expects to have a say. Communication is often
informal and direct. They believe in self-reliance without relying too much on
authorities. In the business world, they value merit and initiative.

In terms of the countries’ “masculinity scores”, Tiirkiye value qualities
like empathy, consensus, and avoiding conflicts, both in daily life and politics.
Leisure time is cherished with family and friends. Status is more influenced
by the high Power Distance Index (PDI) in the society rather than gender
differences. For the US, people highly value competition and individual
achievement. This mindset is rooted in their culture, where success is openly
discussed. This approach has its pros, as it fosters a dynamic society with a
supportive attitude. However, it also brings challenges, such as growing
inequality and polarization, which can strain the principles of democracy and
equal justice for all. Rising disparities can shift the balance of power and
diminish the sense of individualism.

“Uncertainty avoidance” with the score of 85, signifies a strong
inclination toward the need for laws and rules in Tiirkiye. People often engage

in various rituals to eliminate anxiety. These practices, while they may appear
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religious to outsiders due to frequent references to “Allah,” are often
traditional social customs drive from religious instincts. The US, have a score
of 46 on this scale, meaning that they are generally open to new ideas, value
freedom of expression, and prefer fewer rules. However, the events of 9/11
have raised security concerns, leading to increased government monitoring by
agencies like the NSA. Innovation and diverse viewpoints are welcomed, but
balancing openness and security in their political context is a challenging
matter.

“Long term orientation” is related with how societies balance their ties
to the past while addressing present and future challenges. Tiirkiye falls in the
middle with a score of 46, indicating a balanced approach without a dominant
cultural preference in this regard. In the US, the tendency is to critically
examine new information and hold strong moral beliefs on various issues like
abortion, drugs, and government size. This often leads to polarization in
politics. Additionally, American businesses and individuals often prioritize
short-term results, which can impact decision-making in the political and
economic arenas.

Lastly, “indulgence” dimension is about the extent to which people
learn to control their desires and impulses through upbringing. Hofstede
Insights categorizes this dimension as “indulgence” for weaker control, and
“restraint” for stronger control. Tiirkiye, with a score of 49, does not exhibit a
clear characteristic on this dimension. It falls somewhere between indulgent
and restrained in terms of socialization. Whereas the USA leans towards
Indulgence. There is a mix of conservative values and occasional moral
controversies. These contradictions show that American culture is diverse and
complex, which can impact political discussions and decisions.

According to the analysis made by the Hofstede Insights, Tiirkiye’s
political context is defined by shifts in recent years, with varying implications
for business and international relations, and the US has a well-established
democratic system and a significant influence on global politics. In the light

of the contexts provided through the research, analyses will be discussed in
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the upcoming analyses sections. Following section will present research

questions and the initial considerations of the current study.

2.7. Research Questions

The intersection where language and emotion converge within the domain of
political discourse long held the fascination of scholars, advancing their
endeavors to discover the complex strategies of communication employed by
influential figures in politics. This study, driven with a similar endeavor,
embarks on an investigative journey into the domain of fear related discourse.
The examination of how linguistic depictions of fear, the underlying
grammatical structures that supports them and their complex functions in
shaping public perception and impacting policy is of a central importance.

Research questions that initiated and govern this study are as follows:

1. How is the grammar of fear linguistically manifested in political
discourse, and how do Tayyip Erdogan and Donald Trump specifically
employ it in their communication strategies?

2. To what extent does the relationship between emotion concepts and
their linguistic expression manifest in distinct grammatical
constructions?

3. Do fear expressions employed by politicians exhibit consistent
linguistic patterns, and do these patterns align with their respective

political stances and communication objectives?

The study inquiries into the extent to which the two speakers’ construction of
fear language adhere to identifiable linguistic regularities through an
exhaustive analysis of their discourses. Furthermore, I investigate the domain
of political ideologies, searching the connection between these distinct
linguistic patterns and political orientations supported by the two leaders. The
sociopolitical climates of Tiirkiye and the United States during the leaderships
of Erdogan and Trump were marked by significant upheavals and shifts.

Analyzing how fear is linguistically expressed can give insights into these
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broader narratives and the cultural, social factors influencing them. Linguistic
variations can act as mirrors, reflecting larger social anxieties, hopes, and
dynamics.

An extended version of all the research questions that composed the
basis for this research and will be touched upon in the discussion chapter of

the paper are:

4. What are the commonalities and differences in the use of fear-inducing
linguistic elements between Erdogan and Trump, and how do these
reflect their respective political ideologies.

5. How do the linguistic manifestations of fear in political discourse align
or diverge with Lisa Feldman Barrett’s Theory of Emotion, and what
insights do these alignments or divergences provide into the role of
language in conveying emotions?

6. To what extent do linguistic variations in the expression of fear reflect
the broader sociopolitical contexts and narratives in Tiirkiye and the
United States during the respective leaderships of Erdogan and
Trump?

7. What implications do the findings of this research have for the study
of political discourse analysis, emotion theory, and cross-cultural

communication in the context of political leadership?

It is this research’s aim to detect any language patterns serving as indicators
of tools that reflects the relationship of language and emotion on the basis of
politically driven agendas. In the following paragraph, the hypothesis that this
research highlights is presented.

There will be distinct grammatical constructions observed serving as
vehicles to amplify, modify, or suppress emotional concepts that are closely
linked with their linguistic expressions in the select discourses which aligns
with the Theory of Constructed Emotion (2017). Linguistic expressions of

fear, as used by Erdogan and Trump, are not merely stylistic choices but rather
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reflect deeper sociopolitical contexts and narratives of Tlirkiye and the United
States during their leaderships, respectively. They both employ these elements
in ways that mirror their individual political ideologies while there will be
shared fear-inducing linguistic expressions made between Erdogan and

Trump’s discourses.

3. Methodology

This study operates with a comprehensive methodology informed by CAD.
CAD, as a robust analytical framework, enables the systematic examination
of linguistic patterns and rhetorical strategies present in a corpus of speeches,
statements, and textual materials produced by the two political leaders.

The incorporation of the Construction Theory of Emotion by Lisa
Feldman Barrett (2017), which stresses the exploration of how linguistic
constructions interact with cognitive processes to evoke emotional responses,
is one of the central notions of this study. This theoretical lens guides the
identification of linguistic mechanisms that amplify the emotive impact of
fear-related expressions, fostering a holistic understanding of how language
and emotion is related with each other. Moreover, the comparative dimension
is introduced by juxtaposing the fear-related word usage and linguistic
strategies employed by Erdogan and Trump, facilitate an examination of
potential similarities, divergences, and ideological foundations.

The corpora, curated to represent a diverse range of political contexts,
are subjected to both qualitative and quantitative analyses. Qualitative
analysis involves an extensive investigation of fear-related words, unveiling
the nuanced grammatical and discursive dimensions that contribute to possible
political agendas. In parallel, quantitative analysis employs frequency counts
and collocational analysis to discern recurring patterns, shedding light on the
prevalence and distribution of fear expressions across different thematic
situations.

Gledhill (2011) argued that, particularly in the field of corpus

linguistics, it is crucial for a specialized corpus to have an explicit context and
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well-defined design criteria. This ensures the accuracy of the analysis. In this
study, statements from the official presidency websites and sources are
collected from both the current president of Tiirkiye, Tayyip Erdogan, and the
45™ president of the United States, Donald Trump, creating two different
corpora, both consisted of 150 statements in their original languages Turkish
and English respectively. Corpus that consists of Erdogan’s gathered
statements is referred to as “ES corpus”, whereas corpus that contains the
statements of Trump is referred to as “TS corpus”. Audience reactions and
responses were removed from TS corpus, allowing for a focused analysis of
Trump’s linguistic expressions to ensure the purity of the data. Moreover, it is
important to state that only remarks and statements were collected from the
American Presidency Project website due to other documents provided being
composed of not only statements made by Trump but also reports, debates,
proclamations, notices, verdicts, executive orders, death statements, press
releases and messages given by others which are strictly excluded during the
data collection phase.

Comparative analyses of these corpora are carried out to accentuate
the linguistic tools present in the statements that surface possibly due to
language specific, culture specific and individualistic preferences, and
highlight how fear related content is reflected through language.
Methodological trajectory structured for this investigation is delineated as
follows:

(1) Identification of chosen word mapping: Investigation of all
linguistic elements in the data that contain fear-related content that is
selected for both languages at hand. This investigation can include
specific words in isolation and their grammatical structure, words used
as phrases or bigger segments of language in different co-texts, in
metaphors, or together with other rhetorical devices.

(2) Consideration of the relationship between language and emotion:

Examination of how the identified emotional language use align with
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the theory of Lisa Feldmann Barrett (2017) and how, if any, different
linguistic choices can shed light on the perception and intensity of fear.
(3) Investigation of cultural and contextual influences: Considering the
cultural and contextual factors that may influence the expression and
interpretation of fear in political discourse.
(4) Drawing conclusions and implications: Based on the analyses,
drawing conclusions about the relationship between language, fear,

and emotional expression in political discourse.

3.1. Data

The data procured for the objectives of this investigation comprises two
distinct corpora as previously mentioned. The first corpus encompasses 150
statements attributed to Tayyip Erdogan, commencing from February 28,
2023, and extending chronologically in a reverse order. Each statement
gathered is coded with the statement’s date and the first letters of each word
that the titles of the statements contain. An example coding of a file in ES
Corpus is “22s 030223 RTAKSKATYK?”, standing for the 22" statement
collected with the date of 03.02.2023 and is coded with the initial letters of
each word in its title Restorasyonu Tamamlanan Aydos Kalesi ve Sultan
Korusu Ag¢ilis Toreni’nde Yaptiklart Konusma. As mentioned before, the
dataset encompasses a compilation of 150 statements, representing a
comprehensive selection of his public addresses spanning various contexts
and periods throughout his presidency. Notably, no alterations were made to
the original content, preserving the authenticity of Erdogan’s statements.

The second corpus encapsulates statements attributed to Donald
Trump, acquired using an analogous methodology, and initiated from
February 13, 2021, denoting the most recent statement accessible via the
American Presidency Project website. An example of coding of a single file
in TS corpus is “22 231220 SSRSCCA™, standing for 22" statement
collected with the date of 23.12.2020 and is coded with the initial letters of
each word in its title: Statement on Signing the Route 66 Centennial

Commission Act. Amongst the statements of Trump, an equivalent dataset of
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150 statements was collected, each extracted from speeches and

communications featured on the American Presidency Project website.

3.1.1. Analysis and Its Grounds
I followed several steps in limiting the investigated fear-related words both
for the English and Turkish language. First, I searched for the dictionary
entries of fear in English and investigated both the synonyms provided and
the definition themselves. For instance, Oxford English Dictionary (OED)
defines fear as “[t]he emotion of pain or uneasiness caused by the sense of
impending danger, or by the prospect of some possible evil”. The dictionary,
then provides terms used in its more violent extremes such as alarm, terror,
fright and dread. Following, I found other words that are equivalent and/or
similar in meaning such as panic (Oxford Learner’s Dictionaries), horror,
scared. Word category was not one of the main issues in deciding the words.
Thus, I searched for all instances of the words and later included the words
“threat” and “enemy” for they intrinsically carry the meaning of what may
cause the emotion fear and are often heard in politics. Next, I limited all the
possible choices as being more suitable to political contexts. For instance, the
words dread, and fright are not included in the mapping due to being less
observed in political speeches, and media coverages. Hence, these words are
chosen given that they situate around the word and emotion concept “fear”
and refer to issues that are controversially debated in politics in the media and
daily life. Similarly, I looked for the word “kork™ in The Turkish Language
Association (TDK) dictionary and translated the other word choices I made
for the English choices, considering all other aspects mentioned previously.
The data analysis phase involved the utilization of AntConc (4.2.0,
2011), a powerful corpus analysis tool. Fear-related word choices, carefully
selected to encapsulate the emotional domain under study, were subjected to
systematic inspection within each corpus. The frequency and distribution of
these chosen words were tabulated, enabling an understanding of their
prevalence and prominence in the political discourse of both leaders.

Furthermore, collocational analysis shed light on the linguistic context in
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which fear-related expressions appeared, unraveling potential patterns of co-
occurrence and syntactic relationships. Analyses are presented with the file
numbers only, leaving out the rest of the coding of the files to avoid confusion
on the tables and figures. I used only the file numbers for TS corpus, and

numbers and the letter standing for the word “‘statement” for ES corpus.
For example, in TS corpus, the 11™ statement is specified as 11 and in ES

corpus, it is specified as 11s within the tables and figures.

Table 3 above, displays the corpora sizes in detail, together with their token
and type count. On an important note, I set the token definition by including
Number, Punctuation and Symbol options along with the Letter option for the
purposes of the material worked on. Hence, contracted forms and copula are

treated as one token and no punctuation is rendered as a token.

3.2. Method

The CAD analysis that this thesis uses includes the analyses of 627631 total
token and total type count of 72704, with the special attention paid on word
lists and frequency, KWIC (concordance line), collocation and the discourse
analyses of chosen fear-related segments of the languages constructed by the
two political leaders.

Identification of the lexical and grammatical items such as individual
words, phrases or collocations carries a great significance as a first step in the
analyses. Given that the Turkish and English language differs in their grammar
of fear constructions, grammatical category of items chosen is detected in the
case that the analyzed item contributes to grammar of fear present in that
segment of discourse. This can include parts of speech such as nouns, verbs,
adjectives, and adverbs, along with other categories such as prepositions,
conjunctions, and interjections. Despite the fact that this study is conducted

on a discursive basis, syntactic function of the lexical items in discourse is not
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thoroughly examined. For the purposes of having a wholistic approach, some
syntactic features are mentioned in the analyses. Thereafter, the meaning,
connotation, collocational patterns, and discourse functions of the items are
analyzed on the discursive and pragmatic levels. As the final step, evaluating
the relationships between the lexical items and their grammatical functions in
the larger discourse or text stands in the forefront of this thesis. This can
include the role of the items in conveying meaning, creating coherence, and
achieving communicative goals.

Moreover, AntConc (2011) allows searches that have combinations
with the asterisk symbol with other search operators to further refine queries.
For example, we can search for words starting with “pre-" by entering “pre*”
in the search box or find all instances of the word stem “kork” both as a verb
(korkmak) and/or in its other word forms such as korku (‘fear’, noun) or
korkak (‘coward’, adjective). Hence, I have combined asterisk symbol “*”
with the words chosen given that I would like to analyze all instances of the

words including inflection and derivations, and I eliminated the instances that

are irrelevant, such as korkuluk (‘scarecrow’).

3.3. Cross-Linguistic Nature of the Study

This research seeks to contribute to the existing body of knowledge within the
field of Discourse Analysis (DA). It focuses its attention on cross-linguistic
DA investigations conducted beyond the scope of English, specifically
delving into Turkish as well. The impetus behind this endeavor stems from
the need to further the comprehensive application of both DA and Corpus
Linguistics in the context of Turkish and English language studies, especially
when viewed through a comparative lens. Although the term cross-linguistic
corpus-assisted discourse studies (CLCADS) is relatively recent (first used in
Partington et al., 2013), it is an area that contributes to and broadens
perspectives on the comparative studies of languages. On a personal note, it is
apparent that, crosslinguistic corpus-assisted discourse studies are still a niche
and those focusing on languages other than English are even more so. Thus, |

would like to contribute to expand this promising field of research.
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4. Results
This section presents the key findings derived from the data, highlighting the

frequency distribution, and contextual nuances of fear-related lexical choices
employed by both leaders. Therefore, in order to enhance the clarity of the text
and facilitate data visualization, I incorporate tables and diagrams to later

discuss in the following chapter.

4.1. Comparison of the Political Statement Corpora

Analyses of the corpora include the word list creation with the help of the
computer corpus software AntConc (2011). Comparison in terms of word
lists, assist in observing and obtaining an overall view of the structures of texts
of the statements gathered. At the beginning of the comparison, driving
questions were as follows: How similar are the two corpora and in what way,

if they do at all, they differ from each other?

Table 4 above shows the total number of statements, token and type counts,
and Type-Token Ratio (TTR) in created corpora.

The below data (Tables 5 and 6) lists the frequency of words that are
used in the gathered statements of both political figures. The lists created
investigates the most frequent 20 words from each corpus, and the highlighted
areas are the most used pronouns that serve as linguistic tools for the purpose

of referencing objects or entities previously introduced within a given context.

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A chi-square test of independence was performed with the help of the website
socscistatistics’ to examine the relation between language spoken and the use
of third person pronoun we (‘biz’). The relation between these variables is
significant, X2 (1, 627631) = 1995.7184, p = p < 0.05. The choice of pronoun
we is made more in English than it is in Turkish for the select discourses.

In the forthcoming chapter, I will delve into KWIC and collocation

analyses to yield additional insights into this matter.

4.2. Collocation and KWIC Analyses
Collocation analysis helps map how fear-related terms are used in context,
aiding our understanding of their role within discourse. It reveals the subtle
nuances and connotations when these terms are paired with specific words or
phrases. It identifies recurring word combinations and phrases, shedding light
on strategic language use. Furthermore, collocation analysis provides
quantitative data on word associations, strengthening the research’s empirical
basis. Lastly, it allows for a comparative examination of how these terms are
employed in the statements of Erdogan and Trump, helping uncover potential
differences in their linguistic strategies. The definition made by Baker (2006:
95) is used as reference for the definition of collocates:
When a word regularly appears near another word, and the relationship
is statistically significant in some way, then such co-occurrences are
referred to as collocates and the phenomena of certain words
frequently occurring next to or near each other is collocation.
At its core, a collocation refers to a sequence of words that co-occur more
often than would be expected by chance. Occurrences with a frequency that is
not random are thus important tools in understanding how the language
constructed around certain topics can be built. The loglikelihood statistical test
is helpful in comparing the observed frequency of a particular collocation with

the frequency that we would expect if the two words were randomly

associated. This study makes use of this statistical value and in the following

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paragraph the interpretations of each word’s highest likelihood value will be
presented. Additionally, with the help of the program RStudio (RStudio Team,
2023), p-values for each collocation are calculated and specified. Notably, the
window span is as follows for the collocation analyses of both corpora: 3L
and 3R.

A part of the collocation analysis of the word “kork™ is given in table
8 below, together with its immediate context such as L1 (i.e. to the immediate

left of the node) and/or R1 (i.e. to the immediate right of the node).

The highest loglikelihood value in table 8 is a value of 38.31 belonging to the
collocations dosta (‘to friend’) and diismana (‘to enemy’). The symbol *
represents the significance of the results. All collocations listed here are
statistically highly significant as collocations of the word “kork™ and thus,
shown with ****  The rest of the table display similarly statistically
significant collocations along with values that are not significant at p<0.001,
which is shown with “-?” in the table. P-value less than 0.001 is considered
highly significant and the values are calculated with the help of RStudio
(RStudio Team, 2023) for each collocation.

Hence, with a value of 36.432, we are below the threshold for p<0.001,
indicating strong evidence against the hypothesis that the words are randomly
associated. For the rest of the words investigated, the loglikelihood values of

the highest level of significances are as follows:

Panik: The most frequently used collocation of the word is kimi (“whom”),
with the loglikelihood value of 19.465, the collocation is used either on the L
context or the R. Following collocations include kériiklenen (‘fueled’) with
the value of 17.965, used only on the L context, and tehdidin (‘threat’s’) with

the value of 15.648, used only on the R context.

Tehdit: The most frequently used collocation of the word is eden (‘doer’),
with the loglikelihood value of 41.49, the collocation is only used on the R
context, following collocation is alenen (‘publicly’) with the value of 27.687,
used only on the L context, feror (‘terror) with the value of 25.795, and

orgiitlerinin (‘organizations’’) with the value of 24.413.

Teror: The most frequently used collocation of the word is orgiitlerinin
(‘organizations’s’), with the loglikelihood value of 237.509, the collocation is
only used on the R context. Following collocations include inflected forms of
(other suffixes used) the word stem orgiit. There are collocations such as
boliicii (‘divisive’), kanli (‘bloody’), miicadele (‘fight’) and darbeci (‘coup

plotter’) following the most frequent one.
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Urk: The most frequently used collocation of the word is boyutlara (‘to the
dimensions’), with the loglikelihood value of 31.414 and is only used on the
R context. Following collocations include doniismektedir (‘is being

transformed into’), fiize (‘missile’), batida (‘in West) and tehdidi (‘threat of”).

Dehset: The most frequently used collocation of the word is uzmanlarin ( ‘the

experts’), with the loglikelihood value of 17.965 and is only used on the L
context. Following collocations include dosta (‘to friend’), diisiiren

(‘stepdown’) and giiven (‘trust’).

Diisman: The most frequently used collocation of the word is islam, with the
loglikelihood value of 122.001 and is only used on the L context. Following
collocations include i¢ceride (‘on the inside’), disarida (‘on the outside’)

Tiirkiye and yabanci (‘foreign’).

A part of the collocation analysis of the word “fear” is given in table
10 below. The word is used with the collocations itself not by chance but at a
statistically significant level with the likelihood value of 33.449. The

following collocations include or, torment, uncertainty and unscientific.

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Table 10 displays the loglikelihood values of each collocation at p<0.0001,
calculated with the help of RStudio (2023) as previously shown in the
collocation analysis of the word “kork”. The following explanations belong

to the summaries of collocation analyses of the remaining words.

Panic: The most frequently used collocations of the word include show, want,
create, unscientific, calm, fear-based etc. their inflected forms with

statistically significant likelihood values approximately at p<0.0001.

Threat: The most frequently used collocations of the word include terrorists,
who, down, citizens, our, and foreign with statistically significant likelihood

values.

Terror: The most frequently used collocations of the word include threaten,
strike, domestic, world’s and islamic with statistically significant likelihood

values.

Afraid: The most frequently used collocations of the word include police,

politicians and concerned with statistically significant likelihood values.

Scare: The most frequently used collocations of the word include scare,
people, running, don’t and dissent with statistically significant likelihood

values.

Horror: The most frequently used collocations of the word include absolute,
stories, opioid, disease and communism with statistically significant

likelihood values.

Enemy: The most frequently used collocations of the word include invisible,

enforcement, law and machinegun statistically significant likelihood values.

These loglikelihood values extracted from AntConc (2011) for both speakers’
discourses suggest strong associations between the words in the collocation
within the corpora. Their occurrence is not just a random happening but there
is a strong likelihood that they are used together with some pattern and/or

meaning. These associations and their contribution to discourses will be more
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exhaustively talked about in the discussion section parallel with each
speaker’s generally accepted political stance and ideological values.
Furthermore, I utilized a KWIC analysis given that it offers the distinct
advantage of contextualizing fear-related vocabulary within the broader fabric
of text segments. This contextual evaluation acts instrumental in the nuanced
comprehension of the precise usage of the language in focus, and inherent
connotations of the lexical choices made. The analysis of concordance lines
yields a deeper understanding of the patterns and trends governing the
deployment of fear-related terminology. For instance, it allows for discerning
whether these lexical items serve the purpose of eliciting emotional responses,
delineating perceived threats, or shaping persuasive arguments. Furthermore,
the quantitative aspect of a KWIC analysis procures empirical data concerning
the frequency and dispersion of these keywords throughout the corpus of texts.
Moreover, the comparative dimension of the analysis facilitates the
identification of commonalities and disparities in the discursive strategies
employed by the two leaders. The sorting options of the software AntConc
(2011) are as follows for the KWIC analyses of both corpora: 2L, 1L and 1R.

4.2.1. Recep Tayyip Erdogan in Politics

In ES corpus, KWIC analysis with the help of AntConc (2011) is carried out
for the words kork, panik, tehdit, teror, iirk, dehset and diisman respectively
and the collocations of these words are detected and analyzed afterwards

together with their contexts.

In the concordance line analysis of the word “kork”, two instances were
removed due to being irrelevant of the analysis’ objective. First instance is the
place name Korkuteli in file 51s, and the second instance is the derivative form
of korkulugundan. Bostan korkulugu is the full name that takes place in the
co-text, and it means scarecrow in English, which takes place in file 46s in ES
Corpus. After the removals, I identified 12 noun, 6 verb, 4 adjective, and 1
adverb uses of the word. Interestingly, there are recurring patterns and
colocations. Each of these instances are then analyzed together with their
immediate co-text that create either a phrase or an expression in the language
that contribute to the grammar of fear. The word “kork™ is mostly used as a

noun in these instances.

4.2.2. Donald John Trump in Politics

In TS corpus, KWIC analysis with the help of AntConc (2011) is carried out
for the words fear, panic, threat, terror, scare, afraid, horror and enemy
respectively and the collocations of these words are detected and analyzed

KWIC analysis of the word “fear” in TS Corpus displays recurring patterns

and colocations as well as some interesting word usage. Table above indicates

the identification of part of speech and rhetoric devices deployed.

There are 7 noun, 3 verb, 2 adjective and 2 adverb instances of the

word “fear” in TS Corpus. Each of these instances are, again, analyzed

together with their immediate co-text that create either a phrase or an

expression in the language. The word “fear” is mostly used as a noun similar

to the instances in ES Corpus.
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5. Discussion

Prior to the presentation of research findings, it is essential to address a
methodological aspect regarding the way these findings are communicated.
Partington et al. (2013: 190) emphasizes some challenges inherent in
conveying cross-linguistic discourse analysis outcomes due to translation
choices of the authors. Given this challenge, this paper is composed in English
a decision was made to present the results in a manner that is readily
understandable to those unfamiliar with Turkish. Consequently, the findings
were translated into English. The task occasionally posed difficulties in
choosing between a literal translation and one that serves a functional purpose
throughout the translation process. A comprehensive analysis of the context
and concordance lines of collocates was undertaken as exemplified in the

provided instance to ensure precision in translation.

(2) eli kanli teror orgiitleri

(‘terrorist organizations that have blood in their hands’)

The literal translation of eli kanli would be ‘someone who’s hand is bloody’.
However, this is a metaphorical use of the phrase, and it is used to describe
someone who is involved in a wrongdoing or has committed a violent act. In
terms of a more suitable equivalence in the English language, we might use
phrases like ‘blood on one's hands’ or ‘guilty’ to convey a similar meaning.
Thus, blood on one’s hands is chosen given that the metaphorical usages carry
importance for the study.

The following subsections will present general findings as well as

specific linguistic features observed in the two leaders’ select discourses.

5.1. Lexis of the Political Statements

Politics is fundamentally about acquiring, maintaining, and preserving power,
especially in democratic societies where skillful and persuasive language
usage is key to achieving and safeguarding political power. In other words,
the language used by politicians, known as political discourse, is a vital
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component of politics. It helps politicians create a positive and acceptable
public image and convinces followers that their policies are trustworthy.
Therefore, the results are discussed in relation to political contexts previously
mentioned for both leaders’ countries and policy decisions, and to all
mechanisms of language they use to contribute to create a better understanding
of findings.

One of the first steps at the beginning of the analyses is the analysis of
Type-Token Ratio (TTR). TTR is a crucial metric often used in corpus
linguistics to assess the lexical diversity of a corpus. It quantifies the richness
of vocabulary by comparing the number of unique words (types) to the total
number of words (tokens). A high TTR value indicate greater lexical diversity,
while a low value suggests repetitive vocabulary use. Researchers employ
TTR to analyze language styles, track language development, attribute
authorship, compare languages, and assess text accessibility. It provides
valuable insights into the linguistic characteristics of texts and is a
fundamental tool for understanding lexical variation and complexity within
language data. Consequently, TTR presented in table 4 concludes that the ratio
is higher for ES corpus with the value of 16% when compared to TS corpus
with the value of 2%. TTRs’ interpretation is that there are more types in ES
corpus and hence, the lexical variety of Erdogan’s select discourses is greater
than that of Trump’s.

After the TTR, I created a top twenty frequency list of the corpora,
which is illustrated in Tables 5 and 6. TS Corpus’ top twenty list only contains
function words such as determiners (in example, the) verbs (i.e., have),
auxiliaries (i.e., is), pronouns (i.e., they), prepositions (i.e., of), conjunctions
(i.e., and), demonstratives (i.e., that) etc. The most frequently used word is
determiner the with the frequency of 15164, and conjunction and follows it as
the second most used function word in TS Corpus’ top twenty list with the
frequency of 13241. This result is not significant for the lexis itself, as it is
essential to imply these items to construct sentences and build the skeleton for

each meaning wanted to be conveyed. They can be, however, of importance
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for the analyses of the grammar of fear since these words contribute to the
grammatical structure and function of the discourse. Table 6 mostly contains
function words such as determiners (i.e., bir) auxiliaries (i.e., olarak),
pronouns (i.e., biz), prepositions (i.e., da), conjunctions (i.e., ve),
demonstratives (i.e., bu), nouns (i.e., tiirkiye), question markers (i.e., ne). In
ES Corpus, most frequently used word is ve which is the equivalence of the
conjunction and in English with the number of instances being 5612. We see
that the ranking starts with conjunction ve (‘and’) and determiner bir (‘a’)
follows it as the second most used function word in ES Corpus.

A notable outcome of the comparison of the corpora demonstrates that
no content words appear in the top twenty list of TS corpus. Content words
solely emerge at rank 35 with the word going for TS corpus, whereas it is
included as the adjective biiyiik (‘big’) ranking 20™ for ES Corpus. The most
frequently used words in both corpora are the same function words that only
varied in ranking in each corpus, and this reveals that both corpora contain
high frequency words that contribute making discourses easier in terms of its
fluency. The word list shows one other significance on another grammatical
element, namely pronouns. Investigation of pronouns in discourse attracts
much of interest by scholars, especially in political contexts given that it may
reveal inclusivity, intimacy and how much responsibility a politician is willing
to assume for a particular notion. The incorrect application of pronouns has
the potential to engender miscommunication between the speaker and the
listener just as a well-planned use of it result in successful communication.
The choice between /, we, and you play a pivotal role in shaping a politician’s
image, conveying authority, responsibility, and establishing connections with
the audience, all of which are integral to their communicative objectives.
Empirical research stresses the significance of personal pronoun use as potent
linguistic instruments employed by politicians to advance their objectives and
to signal their intentions to their audience such as the study by Fadzilah et. al.
(2011), highlighting that these linguistic choices are strategically used to
reflect cultural and political identity that both leaders focused (Tun Dr.
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Mabhathir and Donald J. Trump) aim to establish. Both leaders used we and us
to manifest a sense of unity, though with different focal points. Hence,
pronoun use in political speech can be a powerful tool that will be investigated
in the current study as well.

We see that Trump uses the first-person pronoun / most frequently
(8110), followed by the second person singular pronoun you (7127), followed
by third person plural pronoun we (6238) among the overall pronoun choices
he makes. This fact holds implications of conveying a sense of personal
involvement, authority, and responsibility. As posited by Karapetjana (2011:
43), a politician’s manner of speech and self-presentation constitutes an
integral facet of their persona and serves to establish their individual identity.
Politicians frequently employ the pronoun / to project themselves as distinct
individuals, articulating their viewpoints and emphasizing their commendable
qualities rather than presenting themselves as a representative of a group. The
second most used pronoun you indicates that the speaker is directly addressing
the audience and delivers his messages in a more intimate fashion to achieve
amore effective outcome. The use of the pronoun you presents a more intricate
dynamic, as it functions not only as a personal pronoun but also as a generic
one. Use of pronoun you allows the speaker to address segments or the entirety
of the audience, potentially encompassing the speaker as well as others not
explicitly identified. In Erdogan’s statements, the only pronoun in the list is
the third person plural pronoun biz (‘we’) with the frequency of 751. Personal
pronoun we serves as a tool for politicians to share responsibility and foster a
sense of involvement with their audience (Karapetjana, 2011: 43). The plural
form of we comes into play in situations marked by contentious decisions,
cultivating an 1impression of collective accountability and shared
responsibility.

Another observable difference between the two corpora is that even
though the gathered statement numbers are equal, token and type count of

them differ sizably for each politician. This may be the result of individualistic
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choices in creating a discourse to have impact as well as depending on the

political and cultural context of each country and the language differences.

5.2. Recep Tayyip Erdogan’s Discourse

Recep Tayyip Erdogan’s political stance is generally described as
conservative, nationalist, and Islamist. He emphasizes traditional Islamic
values and family values often in all aspects of his policy decisions. Erdogan’s
government is criticized for suppressing free speech, press freedom, and
human rights, particularly since the attempted coup in 2016°. Erdogan is
criticized for his authoritarian tendencies and for eroding Tiirkiye’s
democratic institutions. However, he remains popular among his conservative
and nationalist base.

In the light of the previously mentioned ideological and political
profiling of Tayyip Erdogan, following discussions will build upon KWIC
analysis together with collocation and discourse analysis on each fear-related
word with different examples taken from either the searched context or
broader segments of discourse.

There are 12 noun, 4 adjective, 6 verb and 1 adverb use of the word

“kork” within ES Corpus.

(3) diismana korku salan

(‘instills fear in the enemy’)

Concordance analyses show that Erdogan often associates the word “kork”
with actions that strategically aim to induce fear. For example, the phrase
diismana korku salan (‘instilling fear in the enemy’) suggests a deliberate
effort to create fear among adversaries. In example (3), suffix “-u” indicates
the accusative case, showing that it is the direct object of the verb salmak (‘to

instill’). Suffix “-n” indicates possession or attribution, linking korku to

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diismana (‘to the enemy’). Phrases like korkulu riiya (‘fearful nightmare’) and
korkuyla dolsun (‘filled with fear’) highlight the psychological impact of fear.
These constructions emphasize how fear can be a haunting and distressing
experience, affecting individuals at a deep emotional level. It underlines the
power of fear to shape perceptions and behavior. The use korkung boyutlara
ulasti (‘reached horrific dimensions’) suggests that fear is escalated to an
alarming and extreme level. The use of adjective korkung intensifies the fear,
portraying it as a pervasive and unsettling force within the discourse. In the
sentence korku, dostlara da giiven versin (‘may fear give confidence to friends
too’), there’s a juxtaposition of korku (‘fear’) and giiven (‘confidence’). This
suggests a complex relationship between fear and trust, implying that fear can,
paradoxically, strengthen the bonds of trust among allies.

Both instances of the word “panic” that are used in select statements

of the corpus are nouns.

(4) kimi panikten

(‘some due to panic’)

In this example, the word panikten (‘from panic’) is used to describe one of
the causes or factors contributing to a situation where there is an increase in
the exchange rate and costs, which became a fehdit (‘threat’). The co-
occurrence of panikten and tehdit suggests that panic is being framed as a
factor that intensifies the perceived threat. The word “pervasiz” (‘reckless’)
implies a lack of caution or restraint, further emphasizing the severity of the

situation.

(5) igeride kasitl bir sekilde koriiklenen panik

(“panic intentionally fueled from within’)

Here in example (5), koriiklenen panik (‘fueled panic’) suggests that panic is

deliberately stirred or exacerbated and that it resembles a fire which can grow
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and spread metaphorically. This implies that there may be actors or forces
intentionally creating a sense of panic for their own purposes. The word kasitli
(‘deliberate’) indicates intentionality. The co-occurrence of panik and tehdit
(‘threat’) reinforces the idea that panic is linked to a broader threat, and its
consequences are reflected in interest rates, exchange rates, and inflation.
These instances of “panik” are used to depict a situation where fear and panic
are contributing factors to a perceived threat. Panic is presented as both a
consequence and a driver of economic challenges and uncertainties. This
usage reflects how language can be employed to evoke emotions and
emphasize the gravity of a situation, particularly in the context of economic
and financial issues.

The word “tehdit” is present as 60 nouns, 7 verbs, 15 adjective phrases,

1 adverbial phrase within the corpus.

(6) yaptigimiz  onca fedakarliga ragmen bilhassa birligimizi ve
beraberligimiz tehdit eden teror orgiitleriyle miicadelemizde yalniz
birakildigimizi asla unutmayacagiz.

(“despite all the sacrifice we have made, we will not forget that we
were left alone in the fight we have, specifically, against the terror

organizations that threaten our unity and solidarity.”)

In example (6), tehdit eden (‘threatening’) is used to describe the terdr
orgiitleri (‘terrorist organizations’) that pose a threat to the unity and solidarity
of the speaker’s group. It emphasizes the idea that these organizations are a

significant danger to their cohesion.

(7) Kiiresel ekonomik krizin ve giivenlik tehditlerinin giderek arttigt bir
donemden geg¢iyoruz.
(‘we are going through a period of time in which economic crisis and

security threats are increasing gradually.”)
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In this instance (7), giivenlik tehditleri (‘security threats’) is used in the context
of discussing the increase in global economic crises and security challenges.
It highlights the idea that the country is facing heightened security concerns.
In addition, Erdogan also used language that stokes fears of internal threats,
such as opposition parties, the media, and other groups that he perceives as a
threat to his government’s authority. He has also been criticized for using
language that divides the country and stokes tensions between different ethnic
and religious groups. In general, Erdogan’s political speeches often use fear
as a tool to rally his supporters and justify his government’s actions, whether
domestically or internationally.

“Teror” is predominantly used as a noun or noun phrases in the select
discourses to refer to acts of terrorism or terrorist organizations. It is often

modified by various adjectives and descriptive phrases, such as:

(8) a. boliicii teror orgiitii
(‘separatist terrorist organization”)
b. eli kanli teror orgiitleri
(‘terrorist organizations that have blood in their hands’)
c. terdrle miicadele

(‘fight against terrorism’)

The word “ter0r” is used in conjunction with prepositions like kars:
(‘against’), igin (‘for’), ile (‘with’), and saldirilarinin (‘of attacks’). The text

contains verbs related to terrorism, such as:

(9) a. miicadele etmek
(‘to fight’)
b. destek vermek
(“to support’)
c. basint ezmek

(“to crush the head’)
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These verbs are used to describe actions and consequences related to
terrorism. Additionally, he includes metaphorical uses that contribute to the
depiction of fear and emphasizing the threat to the audience such as crushing
the head of terrorism. Language that Erdogan constructs around this word
discusses various aspects of terrorism, including measures taken against
terrorist groups, international cooperation in counterterrorism, the impact of
terrorism on society, and the government’s stance on terrorism. The text
mentions specific terrorist organizations like PKK, PYD, YPG, FETO, DEAS,
and El Kaide, highlighting Tiirkiye’s efforts to combat them. Adjectives like
boliicii (‘separatist’), uluslararast (‘international’), and sivil (‘civilian’) are
used to modify “terdér” to provide more context.

The word “terdr” is often associated with action verbs related to
counterterrorism, such as ¢okerttik (‘we crushed’), silahlandirmaktan (‘from
arming’), and desteklemekten (‘from supporting’). Erdogan references various
historical events and incidents related to terrorism, including Gezi protests’,
the July 15 coup attempt (/5 Temmuz ihaneti), and PKK attacks. These
references link the current discourse on terrorism to past events, creating a
sense of continuity in Tiirkiye’s struggle against terrorism. Discourses frame
Tiirkiye as a resolute actor in the fight against terrorism, contrasting its efforts
with criticism or perceived inaction by other countries or entities. There is a
clear positioning of Tiirkiye as a victim of terrorism, emphasizing the impact
on Turkish society and the need for counter-terrorism measures.

Erdogan makes appeals to national identity and values, portraying
counterterrorism efforts as a collective endeavor to protect the nation and its
people from the threat of terrorism. He calls for unity and solidarity against
terrorism, emphasizing the shared values and experiences of the Turkish
people. He employs rhetorical questions (i.e., Kandil’de bu kadinlar

yetistirenler, terdrist olarak yetistirenler, benim iilkemin kadinlarina bunun

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hesabini verebilirler mi?) (‘Can those who train these women in Kandil, those
who train them as terrorists, be held accountable to the women of my
country?’) to engage the audience and provoke thought. Repetition of phrases
like swmmirlarimiz (‘our borders’) and terdrle miicadele (‘fight against
terrorism’) emphasizes the government’s commitment to border security and
counterterrorism efforts. There are various cases of the word “teror”: ferore,
terorden, terorde, terorizmle etc. The suffix -e is dative (indicating direction
or recipient). The suffix -den is ablative (indicating source or separation). The
suffix -de is locative (indicating place or time). The word ferérizmle includes
“izm” (ism, denoting a doctrine or movement) and the suffix -le, the
instrumental case. Each form can be used to describe multifaceted nature of
the threat, fear-inducing situation that is terrorism.

The word “iirk” is used as an adjective and a verb within ES Corpus.

(10) Batida iirkiitiicii boyutlara varan Islam ve yabanc diismanlig
(‘Islamophobia and xenophobia that is reaching alarming

levels in the West’)

In this example Erdogan employs the word iirkiitiicii to highlight the
intensification of fear or alarm. The word acts as an intensifier, emphasizing
the magnitude of fear related to Islamophobia and xenophobia in the West.
Discursively, this choice of word constructs a narrative that portrays these

issues as serious concerns that demand attention and response.

(11) veba gibi yayilan Izmir’'den denemeler yapildi ve oradan
atilacak olan bir fiize bunlar iirkiitmeye basladi
(‘Experiments were conducted from Izmir, where a missile

poised for launch began to frighten them like a plague spreading’)

Here, iirkiitmeye signifies the act of inducing fear. This choice of verb creates

a narrative of increasing tension and fear, particularly in the context of missile
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tests conducted in Izmir. The use of iirkiitmeye basladr implies a growing
sense of alarm, building a narrative of a potentially escalating situation. The
use of “lirk” and its derivatives in the corpus serves to intensify fear, create a
narrative of growing alarm, and construct a discourse that underscores the
seriousness of various global challenges. These linguistic choices are effective
in conveying the idea that the 21* century is marked by a series of alarming
and fearful developments, from social issues to potential crises, contributing
to an overall atmosphere of concern and urgency in the discourses.

The word “dehset” is used as a noun in each instance identifies from

the corpus.

(12) a. diismana korku, dosta giiven, dehset.
(‘fear for the enemy, confidence for the friend, terror’)
b. deprem uzmanlarini1 dahi dehsete diisiiren bu felaketin
(‘the profound traces of this catastrophe that even the world’s

leading earthquake experts find terrifying’)

In the first instance detected, the word “dehset” is part of the phrase diismana
korku, dosta giiven, dehset. Here, “dehset” is used alongside korku (‘fear’) and
giiven (‘confidence’) to create a contrasting effect, highlighting the extreme
fear or terror experienced by the enemy. In the second instance, dehsete
diigtiren, it 1s used to describe a catastrophe or disaster that even leading
earthquake experts find terrifying. The phrase diinyanin onde gelen deprem
uzmanlarini dahi dehsete diisiiren bu felaketin derin izlerini. The word choice
“dehset” stresses the severity and horrifying nature of the catastrophe. In both
instances, “dehset” is used in specific collocations or phrases that emphasize
its impact. For instance, in the phrase diismana korku, dosta giiven, dehset, it
is part of a triad as mentioned. This triad creates a powerful contrast, with
“dehset” representing the extreme end of the emotional spectrum. It suggests

that the enemy is not just feared but experienced with a sense of horror and
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terror. Overall, use of the word “dehset” contributes significantly to the
discourse by adding a layer of emotional intensity and drama.

“Diisman” is often collocated with other words or phrases that provide
context to the type of enemy or adversary being referred to. For example,

phrases such as:

(13) a. Tiirkiye diismanlart
(‘enemies of Tiirkiye”)
b. Islam diismanhig
(‘Islamophobia’)
c. teror orgiitleri diismanlart

(‘enemies of terrorist organizations’)

provide specific information about the nature of the enemy in each case. The
instances use enumeration to list different adversaries or enemies, creating a
pattern of emphasizing multiple sources of threat. This enumeration includes

phrases such as:

(14) a. Tiirkiye diismani pek ¢ok karanlik odak
(‘many dark actors who are enemies of Tiirkiye”)
b. birbirine diisman ettiler

(‘they made them enemies of each other’)

Erdogan uses the word “diisman” often in binary opposition to terms like
dostlar (‘friends’) or kars1 (‘against). This binary structure simplifies complex
situations by framing them as conflicts between opposing forces. Adjectives
are frequently used with “diisman” to describe or qualify the nature of the
enemy. For instance, Islam diismanligi (‘enemies of Islam’) and Tiirkiye
diismanlar: (‘enemies of Tiirkiye’) provide additional information about the
character of the adversary. Erdogan occasionally employs rhetorical questions

using “dlisman” to emphasize the seriousness of the perceived threats. For
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example, Hazir miyiz? (‘Are we ready?’) is used to rally the audience against
these adversaries. In some instances, the text directly addresses the enemies
or adversaries, using the word “diismanim” (‘my enemy’). This direct address
can be emotionally charged and serve to confront or challenge the perceived
threats. Occasionally, the term “diisman” is used metaphorically to describe
abstract concepts or negative behaviors, such as faiz diisman: (‘enemy of
interest rates’) or adaletsizliklere diisman (‘enemy of injustice’). This
metaphorical usage extends the concept of an enemy to non-literal contexts.
There are instances of discourse marker deployment in the statements
of Erdogan that are built around the grammar of fear and its extended context.
Erdogan uses markers such as bakiniz (‘look’), Ve artik (‘And now’), and Iste

gortiyorsunuz (‘you see’):

(15) a. Bakwniz biz genclik yillarimizi iilkemizin istikrarsizliklarla,
terérle, sosyal ve ekonomik krizlerle bogustugu gercekten zor bir
donemde gec¢irdik

(‘See, we have been through a really tough period in which our
teenage years were struggling with inconsistencies, terror, social and
economic crises)

b. Ve artik devietimizin bircok kademesinde kizlarimiz var mu,
kadinimiz var mi?

(‘And now, are there our girls, women in many positions of our
government’)

c. Iste goriiyorsunuz, helal siit emmis hichbir ferdi, hichir
evladi ne herhangi bir terér orgiitii igin, ne herhangi bir sapkin
ideoloji igin, ne herhangi bir nefsi heves igin tilkesini satmaz, milletine
ihanet etmez.

(‘You see, any individual who has been breastfed with halal
milk would not sell out their country for any terrorist organization,
perverse ideology, or personal whim; they would not betray their

nation.”)
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These markers emphasize or draw attention to specific points in the discourse,
introduce new information or examples in the narrative. Additionally, he uses
markers to introduce opposing ideas such as amag¢ ne? (‘but what is the
purpose?’), Kusura bakmasinlar (‘Excuse me, but’), and Ancak (‘However’).
Markers such as simdi (‘now’), su anda (‘at the moment’) and son yillarda
(‘in recent years’) provide a temporal context for the events discussed in his
statements. Lastly, there are DMs such as vocatives used to address or refer to

someone directly, usually by their name or some title:

(16) a. Amerikali dostlarimizdan (‘from our American friends’)
b. Degerli Kardeslerim (‘Dear Brothers and Sisters’)
c. Bay Kemal (‘Mr. Kemal’)

Formulae of social exchange are common phrases used in social interactions,
such as greetings, goodbyes, offering appreciations etc. Such an example
would be a contextual one, Allah’n izniyle (‘God willing’) which can be seen
as invoking a blessing or hope. Also, interjections or expressions that convey
strong emotion or reaction, typically standing alone such as yok (‘none’),
which is used as an interjection for denial or rejection.

Drawing upon the extensive linguistic analysis of Recep Tayyip
Erdogan’s discourses, the hypothesis posited earlier fits well with the results.
The distinct grammatical constructions laid out through examples like
diismana korku salan, koriiklenen panik and tehdit eden teror orgiitleri,
among others, serve as important expressions to either amplify or modify
emotional concepts, particularly fear in this case. Taken together, these
patterns collectively contribute to framing various challenges and oppositions
as issues related to enemies, emphasizing the urgency of addressing these
perceived adversaries through discourse grammar that works together with
more standardized expressions aligning with ideological thinking behind
conveyed meanings. ES Corpus displays Erdogan’s characteristic language

strategies and how he portrays himself as a forward-thinking and liberal
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leader, characterized by both courage and determination to make significant
changes for the betterment of the country. He consistently employs highly
positive vocabulary to describe his political decisions as historic, patriotic, and
grand decision. He often uses simplified language with enriched examples and
puts emphasize on Turkish nationalism as expected. There are often religious
references such as insallah, Masallah, Allah’tan rahmet diliyorum. (‘1 wish
mercy and grace from Allah’), Allah korkusu (‘fear of Allah’) and rahmetle
(‘with Allah’s mercy and grace’) showing that his ideology has strong Islamic
components. His statements farther display anti-western sentiments such as
his talks on the country’s independence from Western influence or critics of
Western policies. Erdogan frequently uses language that emphasizes external
threats, such as terrorism and the actions of other countries in the region, to
create a sense of fear and urgency among his supporters. His references to
terrorism and social and economic crises might be influenced by Tiirkiye’s
history of political instability, its ongoing conflict with minority groups, and
its economic challenges. These fear expressions are deeply ingrained in the
Turkish national consciousness, and their reflection on political language was
much expected as an initial research aim. Ultimately, fear is a common theme
in Tayyip Erdogan’s gathered political statements, particularly in his speeches
during election campaigns or in response to perceived threats to Tiirkiye’s
national security. The linguistic expressions of fear embody deeper
sociopolitical contexts and narratives uniquely reflective of Tiirkiye under
Erdogan’s leadership. The recurrence of fear-inducing linguistic expressions
unveils a consistent pattern resonant with Erdogan’s political ideologies,
highlighting a strategic utilization of language to navigate and influence
public sentiment and political landscapes both domestically and
internationally. This linguistic endeavor to evoke, manage, and sometimes,
appease fear, aligns seamlessly with the Theory of Constructed Emotion
(2017), corroborating the hypothesis of this study.

In the upcoming section, TS corpus KWIC analysis together with

collocation analysis and discourse analysis on each fear-related word chosen
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with different examples taken from either the searched context and/or broader

segments of discourse will be discussed similarly.

5.3. Donald John Trump’s Discourse
Donald Trump’s political stance is mostly described as populist, nationalist,
and conservative. Trump’s populist platform emphasizes issues such as
economic protectionism, anti-immigration policies, and a rejection of political
correctness. He prioritizes law and order, supporting tough policies on crime
and immigration. On social issues, Trump takes a conservative stance,
opposing abortion and supporting gun rights. He also takes a determined
stance on immigration, advocating for a wall along the US-Mexico border and
calling for tougher enforcement of immigration laws. In the light of the
previously mentioned ideological and political profiling of Donald John
Trump, following discussions will build upon KWIC analysis together with
collocation and discourse analysis on each fear-related word with different
examples taken from either the searched context or broader segments of
discourse.

There are 7 noun, 3 verb, 2 adverb and 2 adjective instances of the
word “fear” in TS Corpus. These forms include but are not limited to examples
extracted such as fear, fearlessly, fear itself, panic or excitement or fear, fear-

based, and fearless.

(1) The only thing we have to fear is fear itself.

Example (1) is a repetition of an earlier quote in the statement. Trump uses
repetition to stress certain topics. In this case, he depicts a safe atmosphere by
supporting this idea with a famous quote by Franklin Delano Roosevelt. He
strategically employes this rhetorical device to emphasize the theme of fear
and its potential paralyzing effect. This serves to evoke an emotional response

from the audience and frame the subsequent discussion.

(2) to instill torment, fear, control, and uncertainty.

In this example, “fear” is one element amongst the others that have negative
connotations and emphasizes the emotion’s intensity. The whole sentence is
Stalking is a course of conduct directed at a specific person to instill torment,
fear, control, and uncertainty. and he talks about the crime of stalking and he

ends in his assurance that he aims to end this crime.

(3) But we cannot allow unscientific, panic-driven, fear-based

policies...

In example (3), fear-based is a compound adjective, derived from fear and it
describes policies that are rooted in fear together with the other negative
connotations. Interestingly, one of the other words include a derivative of the
word “panic” which is one of the fear-related word choices that this study
investigates. Trump contrasts the absence of fear with other emotions like
confidence, panic, and excitement. He also contrasts choosing facts over fear
and science over hysteria. Moreover, contrast between fear and confidence is
a recurring theme in his discourse. He seeks to instill a sense of assurance and
trust in a particular person or entity (in this case, Trump, and the Air Force)
by highlighting the absence of fear and the presence of confidence. The
discourse contains references to political figures and parties such as the
mention of being Republican or Democrat. These references are used in the
context of fear to suggest that having confidence in a particular political figure
or ideology can mitigate fear. It is a way of framing political choices within
the context of fear and confidence.

There are 9 noun, 6 verb and 1 adjective forms of the word “panic” in

the corpus. The word “panic” is often used in the context of negation, such as;
(4) a. We're not going to show panic,

b. We don’t want to instill panic,

c. I don’t want to create panic.

This negation is employed to emphasize the avoidance of panic and to
maintain a sense of calm. Modal verbs like don 't want to and can’t are used
alongside “panic” to express reluctance or inability to engage in panic-
inducing behaviors. For example, I don 't want to make people panic.

The word “panic” is repeated several times for emphasis, reinforcing
the Trump’s commitment to preventing panic. He employes rhetorical devices
like metaphor and hyperbole to underline the significance of avoiding panic.
For instance, I'm a cheerleader for this nation portrays a role of
encouragement and support in the broader segment of discourse situation.
These linguistic patterns and grammar features surrounding the word “panic”
demonstrate his efforts to convey a sense of calm, control, and reassurance
during challenging or uncertain situations. The negation and modal verbs
indicate a deliberate stance against panic, while other devices contribute to the
overall persuasive and reassuring tone of the discourse. Trump directly
addresses the audience by using pronouns like you and we. This creates a sense
of inclusivity and personal connection.

All instances of the word “threat” contain 29 verb and 16 noun forms
such as:

(5) a. threat to our democracy
b. dangers that threaten
C. they were threatened by Democrats

d. the threat that their far-left plans pose

The example threat to our democracy indicates a potential danger to the
democratic system that he linguistically highlights to belong to “us”, them, in
a collective and inclusive sense. Next one, dangers that threaten, suggests
multiple sources of potential harm that come from outside. Following, they
were threatened by Democrats, describes a situation where individuals felt
intimidated or endangered by a political group, specifically, his opponent.
[T]he threat that their far-left plans pose highlights the potential

consequences of certain political agendas and makes a statement on his
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perception of a different ideology. Use of determiners like the and articles like
a (e.g., the biggest threat, a potential danger) adds specificity and
generalization to the discussion of threats. Trump indirectly addresses the
audience by discussing threats relevant to the broader society.

The word “terror” is used 83 times in its noun, 3 times in its verb and

2 times in its adjective form within TS Corpus.

(6) terrorists who threaten our children and our citizens

In this context, terrorists are the agents of “terror” who pose a threat to

children and citizens, and they are the source of fear and insecurity.

(7) strike down terrorists who threaten our citizens

Similar to the first instance (7), here, terrorists are depicted as the ones who

pose a threat to citizens, and the action is to “strike down” or eliminate them.

(8) support our fight against radical Islamic terrorism

This phrase suggests a collective effort against a specific type of terrorism,
namely radical Islamic terrorism indicating the need for support in countering
this threat. The metaphorical expression situated on the right context “opening
the floodgates” suggests that certain actions or policies could lead to an
overwhelming surge of radical Islamic terrorism intensifying the fear
associated with the potential consequences. Trump, like Erdogan, uses
superlative forms together with the word “terror” such as worst terrorist, and
number one terrorist. Describing someone as the worst or number one
intensifies their association with extreme fear. It suggests that they pose the
most significant threat.

The word category of the word “afraid” is adjective. Trump often uses

it to describe the emotions or concerns of various groups, such as the police,
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politicians, or companies. There are instances where “afraid” is used in
conditional sentences, such as police are afraid if they touch somebody. In
these cases, “afraid” is used to introduce a condition and describe a potential

outcome.

(9) Companies will be afraid to invest in Wisconsin if you have

this happen

Used together with the word “afraid”, if and when connects fear to a particular
event or time, indicating the anticipation of fear in the future and creates an
urgency. Intensifier very that he uses at times amplifies the level of fear,
making it more pronounced and impactful in the discourse. “Afraid” is often

collocated with other words or phrases, such as:

(10) a. afraid to do anything,
b. afraid they’ll hurt their reputation

c. afraid for their lives

These collocations provide context and detail to the fear being expressed.

There are 7 verb and 4 adjective forms of the word “scare” in Trump’s
select statements. Repeated use of don 't scare people underlines the idea that
using fear as a tactic or strategy is discouraged, and it implies that such tactics
are perceived negatively. The word is used in contrast to other statements and
actions as well. For example, it is contrasted with the assertion that we re
doing very well. This contrast highlights the perceived contradiction between
promoting fear and portraying a positive situation.

The collocation extracted, scare people panic, connects the act of
scaring people to the potential outcome of causing panic, intensifying the

negative connotations associated with fear induction.

(11) Fake news wants to scare everybody
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This collocation (11) suggests a specific source or entity (Fake news) that is
believed to have the intention of inducing fear in everyone in the audience. It
implies criticism or suspicion regarding the motivations behind fear-inducing
messages. Trump is known to criticize media coverages often and he creates
discourse in which media is an entity for everyone to fear.

The word “horror” is a noun. “Horror” is preceded by the definite
article “the,” as in “the horror.” in many instances found in TS corpus. This
structure emphasizes a specific and notable instance or type of horror. The
word “horror” explicitly conveys a strong emotional reaction associated with
fear, shock, or dismay. It is used to describe situations or events that are
considered extremely negative or distressing. The phrase absolute horror
stories intensifies the negative connotations associated with the stories,
emphasizing the extreme nature of the fear or shock experienced. The use of
“horror stories” metaphorically characterizes certain narratives or accounts as
deeply disturbing or frightening, contributing to the emotional impact of the
discourse. The term the horror of this disease suggests a causal relationship
between the disease and the emotional response, indicating that the disease 1s
the source of the horror.

The word “enemy” is a noun. In most instances, “enemy” is preceded
by the definite article “the” within the corpus. The term “enemy” contributes
to the discourse by highlighting the concept of opposition or conflict. Trump
often uses it to portray individuals or groups as adversaries or opponents with
differing views or objectives. The repeated use of “enemy” emphasizes the
contrast or opposition between different parties or ideologies. It conveys a
sense of division or conflict in the select discourses of Trump. Quotation
marks are used in instances taken from the website such as “the enemy” to
indicate that the term is being directly attributed to someone or quoted from a
source. This usage is often associated with criticism or disagreement with the
characterization of individuals or groups as the enemy. While the word
“enemy” is not directly associated with fear, it is used to represent opposition,

conflict, or disagreement within the discourse. It is structured as a noun and

74



often preceded by the definite article the to specify the entity or concept of
opposition being discussed. Trump predominantly employs negative language
associated with qualities like evil, weakness, darkness, corruption, lies etc.
when depicting his opponents. He uses several attested rhetorical devices,
commonly found in political speeches such as biblical allusions, metaphors
and rhetorical questions to portray the negative image of his political
opponents and enemies more convincingly. Furthermore, Trump frequently
uses exaggerated language and superlatives to emphasize the severity of
perceived threats or dangers. For example, he might say something was the
biggest threat ever or the worst in history. Trump’s fear-related statements
sometimes contain divisive language, pitting different groups or ideologies
against each other. He uses terms like radical left, far-left or deep state to
create an “us versus them” narrative. He often invokes nationalism and
patriotism in his rhetoric, suggesting that threats existed to the American way
of life. This involves emphasizing the need to protect our borders or defend
our heritage.

There are instances of discourse marker deployment in the statements
of Trump that are built around the grammar of fear and its extended context.
Trump uses markers such as [ think, I mean, like, I believe, please, oh boy and

you know.

(12) a. I mean like 25, 30,000, many people outside couldn't get it.
b. I think it's a terrible thing when ballots can be collected
after an election.

c. If we didn't close it up, I believe we'd have two million/...]
d. And every time I say Biden's plan, it's not his plan, it's the
people that tell them what they're gonna do, so please
understand

e. Oh boy, you know, the fake news, look at all those people
back there, the fakers.
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These examples reflect Trump’s populist rhetoric, which often relies on
creating a sense of solidarity with his audience while positioning himself as a
simple truth-teller who is not afraid to challenge the established order from an
ideological standpoint. The use of these discourse markers and more can serve
to reinforce this persona by creating a conversational, informal tone that
makes Trump seem more relatable and authentic, while also emphasizing the
personal conviction behind his statements and make his ideas more agreeable.

Trump is known for using attack language, particularly against his
political opponents. He might use derogatory nicknames (i.e., Crooked Hillary
Clinton, Slow Joe, Sleepy Joe) or strong negative adjectives to describe them,
contributing to a sense of fear or mistrust. In fact, he mentions Biden
(frequency of 508) many times in the select discourses and used adjectives
such as criminal, weak, corrupt, shameless and stupid. Like Erdogan, Trump
employes populist appeals to connect with his base. He often portrays himself
as a champion of the forgotten or working-class Americans, highlighting fears
about economic decline and job loss. Trump uses rhetorical questions to frame
issues in a way that encourages his audience to consider the potential dangers
and uncertainties. For instance, he asks, Can we really trust them?. Repetition
of key phrases or slogans, such as Make America Great Again or America
First, is a common strategy to reinforce his message and create a sense of
urgency. Donald Trump’s focus on immigration, crime, and terrorism might
be influenced by the political climate in the United States, where these issues
are often highly polarized and are used as key talking points by conservative
politicians. The fear of the “other” (in this case, immigrants or foreign
terrorists) is a common theme in American political discourse, and Trump taps
into these fear expressions to rally his base and promote his policies. He uses
fear-related language to convey that the country is in a state of emergency or

crisis mostly from within, reinforcing the need for his leadership.

5.4. Emotion Expressions and Linguistic Relativism
The Sapir-Whorf hypothesis, also known as linguistic relativity, suggests that

the language a person speaks can shape their perception of reality. This idea
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has been a subject of debate for a long time, but it gained prominence in the
mid-20" century due to the influential formulations put forth by American
linguists Edward Sapir and Benjamin Lee Whorf. Linguistic relativity
primarily focuses on the structural differences found in natural languages like
Hopi, Chinese, and English. It explores whether the inherent classifications of
reality embedded in these language structures have a broader impact on our
general perception of reality. From an analytical perspective, linguistic
relativity falls between two related concerns. First, it considers how speaking
any natural language may affect the overall potential for human thinking,
delving into the role of language in the development of human intellectual
functioning. Second, it examines how using a particular language in specific
ways can influence thought. While these issues are distinct analytically, they
are interconnected in theory and practice. Claims about linguistic relativity
rely on understanding the psychological mechanisms linking language and
thought and recognizing the diverse uses of speech in discourse to convey
descriptive references. Consequently, the relationship between specific
linguistic structures and thought patterns is just one aspect of the broader
inquiry into the significance of language for thought.

Language, with its many facets, has the potential to impact various
cognitive functions. Consequently, the current study that demonstrates the
influence (or lack thereof) of a specific linguistic aspect, does not provide
insights into other linguistic elements. Furthermore, it does not necessarily
reveal whether the single linguistic aspect under investigation has an impact
on cognitive functions beyond the one being examined or if other linguistic
elements influence the specific aspect of thought being studied. However, this
study’s hypothesis puts forth an aspect of language that focuses not only the
systematic investigation of the elements of a language but also underlying
effects that may arise from the emotion concepts that we construct, and
heavily observe in all parts of our lives, consequently shaping how we say
what we say. Fairclough states “[d]iscourse is a practice not just of

representing the world, but of signifying the world, constituting and
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constructing the world in meaning” (1992: 64) from a perspective overlapping
with the Sapir-Whorf hypothesis. The current study demonstrates how
language, indeed, plays a pivotal role in shaping perception of the public and
construction of fear in distinct cultural and political contexts, influencing
policy decisions, and fostering cross-cultural communication from a similar

perspective.

6. Conclusion

It is evident from the current study that the comprehensive analysis of fear-
related language within the political discourse of Tayyip Erdogan and Donald
Trump reveals various linguistic choices in fear expressions, and
consequently, observes the persuasive impact that both mirrors and shapes
socio-political landscapes they navigate. The lexical elements examined
include the words under investigation and intensifiers, repetitions, use of
pronouns, metaphors, and discourse markers etc. that are situated in the
broader segments of discourse around the chosen words considering the
political contexts provided. This research supports the research hypothesis, as
it confirmed that significant differences and similarities exist between the
fear-related lexical choices of leaders’ discourse, in line with their ideologies
and political agendas.

More specifically, Erdogan frequently uses fear as a political tool to
instill a sense of urgency and unity among his supporters. He associates fear
with external threats, such as terrorism, and frames these threats as grave
dangers that Tiirkiye must confront in unity. Erdogan’s discourse on fear
extends to both external and internal threats. He highlights external threats
like terrorism and regional instability, but also stokes fears of internal threats,
including opposition parties, the media, and ethnic or religious tensions.
Erdogan’s discourse is often intertwined with Turkish nationalism and Islamic
references. This reflects his ideology and his appeal to a conservative and
nationalist base. Erdogan’s rhetoric sometimes includes anti-Western

sentiments, where he criticizes Western policies and emphasizes Tiirkiye’s
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independence from Western influence as it is not wanted. He portrays himself
as a strong leader who can protect Tiirkiye from these perceived threats,
reinforcing his political stance. Erdogan’s use of grammar plays a crucial role
in framing fear. For example, the accusative case in the phrase diismana korku
salan (‘instilling fear in the enemy’) highlights the deliberate effort to induce
fear. Similarly, the use of verbs like iirkiitmeye basladi (‘began to frighten”)
constructs a narrative of escalating tension and fear.

Trump strategically constructs and manipulates emotions through his
choice of words and phrases. He uses fear-related language to evoke emotions
such as concern, apprehension, and alarm, shaping the emotional responses of
his audience. Trump often employs words like “terror”, ‘“horror”, and
“enemy” to create a sense of negativity and intensity. Trump frequently
exaggerates the severity of perceived threats by using superlatives like biggest
threat ever or worst in history. Trump’s use of fear-related language often
aligns with his populist stance. He invokes nationalism and patriotism in his
rhetoric, suggesting that threats exist to the American way of life.

There are some differences in the ways in which both leaders use fear
expressions. For example, while Trump often focused on immigration, crime,
and the perceived threat of terrorism, Erdogan used fear more broadly to rally
support around a range of issues, including terrorism, opposition parties, and
other international conflicts. Furthermore, Erdogan’s use of fear often
emphasizes external threats to Tiirkiye’s national security, whereas Trump’s
rhetoric is often more focused on domestic issues and a perceived threat to
American jobs and culture. While both Erdogan and Trump used fear as a
political tool, their specific messaging, and the issues they use to create fear
differ in some ways and show similarities in some others.

Research shows that political discourse employs a wide range of
linguistic and rhetorical features to persuade without overtly signaling
persuasion. Repetition of words or grammatical patterns conveys a sense of
conviction. Political discourse also frequently utilizes figures of speech like

rhetorical questions, sarcasm, irony, and metaphor. These devices not only
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convey the speaker’s attitude toward a topic but also engage and maintain the
audience’s interest. Examining this linguistic phenomenon together with the
data gathered and analyzed, it can be said that fear can prompt speakers to
employ specific words and phrases more frequently. Moreover, it can alter
speech patterns of individuals, reflecting their political stance and ideology.
In the light of the Construction Theory of Emotion (2017), it can be stated that
Tayyip Erdogan and Donald Trump employ fear-related language that is
deeply embedded in their cultural values, thereby actively constructing the
emotion of fear in their discourse to align with and achieve their political
ideologies. The disparities in their linguistic approach to invoke fear reflect
the distinct cultural and political landscapes they inhabit, putting stress on the
variability and contextual nature of emotion concepts. This analysis, therefore,
not only corroborates Barrett's assertion of the integral role of language in the
formation and comprehension of emotions but also highlights the
indispensability of considering cultural and political contexts in the study of

emotion concepts and discourse grammar.

6.1. Limitations of the Study

While this study provides valuable insights into the linguistic manifestations
of fear within the political discourse of Recep Tayyip Erdogan and Donald
John Trump, it is important to acknowledge certain limitations that may have
implications for the interpretation and generalizability of the findings.

The corpora of statements made by Erdogan and Trump may not fully
encapsulate the entirety of their respective linguistic choices during the time
of their presidencies. There is a potential risk of overlooking important shifts
or nuances in fear-related language usage that could have occurred in other
contexts or time periods due to focusing on a specific subset of discourse.
However, the implications are made for the chosen periods and framed around
the contexts of these times carefully.

This study primarily focuses on fear-related expressions, potentially
omitting other linguistic devices and rhetorical strategies that contribute to the

construction of fear. The exclusion of non-lexical elements, such as intonation
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and non-verbal cues, may limit the comprehensive understanding of fear
communication and can be the subject of a further research.

Cross-linguistic variation often correlates with cultural differences.
The perception and interpretation of fear, as well as the strategies for its
linguistic expression, can be deeply rooted in cultural contexts out of the scope
of ideology and political stance. Failure to account for any of these cultural
nuances may limit the generalizability of the findings. In order to avoid
possible issues, steps taken in translations of the examples provided along
with the cultural elements important to this study are provided throughout the
study.

I provided extensive contextual information and was cautious about
making broad generalizations to mitigate these limitations. Additionally,
focusing on a narrower linguistic aspect or using a mixed-methods approach
that combines linguistic analysis with qualitative cultural studies could help
overcome some of these limitations and provide a more comprehensive view
of the relationship between language, culture, and the construction of fear.
These limitations highlight areas for further research and the need for a holistic
understanding of fear discourse that considers its multifaceted nature within
the complicated essence of political communication as well as it could operate

similarly in other contexts of communication.
